VERMONT STATE POLICE OFFICERS JUSTIFIED IN USE OF DEADLY FORCE

Attorney General William H. Sorrell announced today that his office h‘as completed a
review of a police officer involved shooting incident that occurred on ‘May 28,2014 in Barton,
Vermont. The office has concluded, as Va matter of law, that Vermont State Trooper Seth Loomis
and Sergeant Denis Girouard were legally justified in the use of deadly force when they
discharged their firearms at Eric D. Jackson, a 28ﬂyear—old Vermont inmate on furlough status.
The legal standard for the use of deadly force is whether the officer reasonably believed that he
or a third party was in imminent danger of death or serious bodily injury, and that deadly force
was necessary to respond to that threat.

The incident began in the early morning hours of May 28, 2014 when Jackson ran a stop
sign in a green 1994 Jeep Cherokee in Caledonia County. Loomis and Girouard pursued the
Jeep with blue lights and sirens, but Jackson did not pull over. The officers pursued him for
eighteen miles through Orleans and Caledonia Counties at speeds approaching 100 miles per
hour. Girouard was familiar with Jackson from his criminal history and recognized him when he
viewed him in the Jeep’s side view mirror.

When Jackson finally stopped the Jeep on Burton Hill Road, he accelerated the Jeep
toward Girouard’s cruiser, striking it on the passenger side. He then backed up forcefully into

Loomis’s cruiser with enough force to dislodge the cruiser’s video camera. Jackson then again

accelerated forward toward Girouard, who by this time had exited his cruiser and was yelling at



Jackson to stop. Girouard had his handgun drawn and could see Jackson looking at him. Both
Loomis and Girouard reported fearing that Jackson was attempting to kill each of them by
running them over. As the Jeep accelerated towards Girouard, both Loomis and Girouard fired
shots at Jackson.

As both officers fired shots and yelled commands to stop, the Jeep again accelerated
backwards, becoming partially stuck on an embankment. Girouard could see Jackson attempting
to manipulate the vehicle shifter and Girouard feared the vehicle was not disabled. Girouard
fired his weapon at Jackson until Jackson slumped down in his seat. The officers fired a
combined total of twenty-nine shots.

The officers administered first aid until EMS arrived. Jackson was transported to North
Country Hospital and then Dartmouth Hitchcock, where he received treatment for multiple
gunshot wounds to the face, stomach, shoulder, and hand. |

As part of the investigation into this incident, multiple interviews were conducted of the
officers involved. Additionally, the Vermont State Police Crime Scene Search Team and a Crash
Reconstruction Team were involved in the investigation. Reports and recorded interviews were
provided by the Vermont State Police to the Attorney General’s Office on July 3, 2014.

Under the facts of this case, the Attorney General’s Office concluded that Sgt. Girouard
and Trooper Loomis were reasonable in their belief that they were in imminent dangér of death
or serious bodily injury when they fired at Eric Jackson. Given what appeared to be a serious
threat to their lives, using deadly force was reasonable and justified. The officers’ actions were
found to be consistent with their training to continue the application of deadly force until the
threat of death or serious bodily injury is neutralized. Orleans County State’s Attorney Alan
Franklin has completed a separate and independent review of the investigation and has reached

the same conclusion.

Narrative:

On May 28, 2014 at approximately 0330 hours, I was contacted at home and
directed to respond to the St Johnsbury Station to assist with the investigation
of an officer-involved shooting. Troop D BCI Detective Lieutenant Kraig LaPorte
and Detective Seéergeants Rick Holden, Barbara Zonay, and Hugh ODonnell also

responded.

At approximately 0615 hours I attended a briefing about this incident. This
briefing took place in a conference room at the barracks; it was led primarily
by Captain Jean-Paul Sinclair. I learned that earlier in the morning nightshift

In addition to providing a brief summary, Girouard clarified that he had picked
up a set of keys and small bottle of alcohol, both of which were later turned
over to Det/Sgt ODonnell, from the ground near the Jeep. He had placed these on
the hood of one of the cruisers. Girouard also clarified that photos of shoes
and shoe imprints on the camera memory card turned over to Det/Sgt ODonnell were
from this incident. While at the original crash site, he had documented the
shoes worn by other people who were near the van so he could rule out their foot
imprints if necessary. Girouard also noted that the driver seat of the crash
van was pulled forward, indicating a shorter driver. Girouard said there is no
way Jackson could have driven it that way, but his girlfriend Gina Truszkowski,
who 1is short, could have.

At the conclusion of the interview, Girouard agreed to meet with us in a few
days to provide a recorded statement.

Narrative:

on June 6, 2014 Detective Sergeant Barbara Zonay and I met with Sergeant Denis

Jirouard at the St Johnsbury Barracks Lo shtain his statement regarding this

police officer-involved shooting investigation. We spoke previously with
Girouard on May 28, also at the St Johnsbury Barracks. At that time, Girouard
provided a brief verbal account of his involvement in the shooting. This verbal
account had been obtained so that the immediate investigation could proceed.
Prior to the initial statement and again prior to this one, Girouard had the
opportunity to review cruiser video recordings of this incident.

This interview began at approximately 0955 hours and ended at approximately 1129
hours. It was conducted in the conference room at the barracks. The interview
was recorded with Girouard's knowledge and permission. Present for this
interview were Detective Sergeant Zonay, Girouard, Vermont Troopers Association
legal counsel Jim Dunn, and myself. After the interview, Girouard signed an
audio recorded sworn statement form. I later turned this form over to Detective
Sergeant Zonay. During the interview, Girouard used a diagram prepared by the
Crime Scene Search Team to demonstrate his location, relative to the final
resting position of his cruiser, Trooper Seth Loomis' cruiser, and the Jeep
driven by Eric Jackson, during the shooting. Detective Sergeant Zonay has this
diagram for her case file. (The DVD recording of this interview will be
forwarded to her as soon as possible.)

Prior to beginning the interview, Girouard acknowledged that if there was
something he could not recall, he would tell us such rather than try to guess or
speculate. Girouard was also aware that he could take breaks if necessary; he
did not request any. Girouard did pause briefly to collect himself at one point
as he was discussing the details immediately before the shooting.

The format of the interview was essentially Girouard giving a narrative of the
svents followed by his answering follow-up questions for clarity. This report
will reflect all of that information together, in chronological order. For a
complete review of Girouard's statement, review the audio recording.



Girouard is currently a Sergearit/Patrol Commander with the Vermont State Police.

Prior to joining VSP in 2000, he worked as a full time police officer for the
St Johnsbury Police Department. He was certified by the Vermont Criminal
Justice Training Council and began working for St Johnsbury PD in 1994. After
joining VSP, he worked as a road trooper for four to five years before working
as a detective trooper for four or five years. Then he went back to the road.
He was promoted to Sergeant/Patrol Commander approximately four years ago and
has been working in that capacity since. His entire VSP career has ‘been at the
St Johnsbury Barracks.

Girouard currently supervises the night shift. He has been working nights
consistently for about the past two years. Prior to that, there was some shift
rotation by the sergeants, but it is now based on seniority.

Girouard is part of the Crime Scene Search Team and is a patrol rifleman.

On May 27, Girouard was scheduled to work a nightshift. ' He wore his department
uniform and operated his marked VSP cruiser. Girouard carried his department
sidearm which was locaded per regulation. He had a departmental rifle and
shotgun in his cruiser. The shift would normally run from 1700 hours on May 27
until 0200 hours on May 28. Girouard started early, at 1600 hours, to work a
CARE overtime detail, but due to the inclement weather (heavy downpours) he did
not work it. He planned on ending his shift at 0100 hours instead. Girouard
could not recall what work day the shift of May 27 would have been for him. He
thought it was likely his "Friday," ie, the next two days were his scheduled
days off. He did work the shift -of May 26. He did not recall any overtime
being worked on that specific shift. He thought he worked a few CARE OT hours
that week, and he remembered one shift was out until around 0400 hours dealing
«with._an underage.drinking.party -

Girouard did not recall anything unusual about his day prior to work on May 27.
His normal routine would be to wake up around mid-morning, do some stuff around
the house, and be home when the kids walk home from school in the afternoon.
Other than planning on signing-on for work early for the overtime detail that is

how he recalled his day beginning.

For the shift of May 27, Girouard was supervising Troopers Chris Pilner and Seth
Loomis. He felt this was likely the scheduled shift, but said it was possible
there were troopers out on leave. A shift of two troopers and a sergeant would
not be an unusual shift for the St Johnsbury Barracks.

A few yedrs ago, when Girouard was still a trooper, he arrested Eric Jackson for
burglary following an investigation in Lyndonville. This was his first
interaction with Jackson, who he described as a convenience store burglar who
took liquor and/or cigarettes. Within the past month, Girouard and Pilner
responded to a local convenience store robbery. There was surveillance video of
the suspect, who was a large male wearing a unique hat. They became aware of
other burglary investigations in the area, one of which yielded surveillance
video of a suspect vehicle. They were able to link the hat and vehicle to
Jackson, and Pilner subsequently executed a search warrant at the residence
where Jackson was staying. Since then, Jackson has been placed on escape status
by corrections and his whereabouts were unknown. Girouard was not aware of what
efforts had been made to find him.

Girouard does not think Jackson had a grudge against him based on their previous
encounters. Girouard qualified Jackson as just a criminal he arrested who was
‘1so a suspect in a current case.

At about 0030 hours on May 28, Girouard was on his way home for the end of shift






was able to see the driver's reflection in the driver side mirror by lighting it

up with his spotlight. He thought he recognized the driver to be Eric Jackson.
Girouard felt things amped up a bit because of Jackson's history. He spoke
about information indicating Jackson was committing burglaries and using
cocaine. Girouard said he thinks Jackson is a dangerous person.

Girouard updated dispatch that he thought the driver was Eric Jackson, who was
wanted for escape and a suspect in other burglars. Girouard tried to contact
Jackson using his cruiser's public address (PA) system. At first, he was only
able to change the siren tone. But when he got the siren turned off, he yelled
something to the effect of, "Eric you need to stop, Eric this is Denis." The
driver turned and looked back over his shoulder at him. Girouard got a good
look at him and was surer it was Jackson. The Jeep stopped again and started
backing up toward Girouard's cruiser, forcing him to stop and back up to avoid
being hit. Girouard thought he would get hurt if he didn't move. Girouard felt
the situation had now transcended being just a pursuit. He felt Jackson, a
wanted subject driving a stolen vehicle, had just tried to ram his cruiser and
was trying to hurt him. The Jeep sped off again; Girouard remembered seeing
dirt spun up by the Jeep's tires at this point. Girouard continued to pursue.
the Jeep. He did not try to address Jackson over the PA again. Girouard knew
Loomis was behind him; he had no idea where Pilner was. He knew Sergeant Lyle
Decker, out of the Bradford Barracks, had been on his way home but was now
responding. Sergeant LaCourse and the other trooper were headed to help.
Dispatch was asked to notify the watch commander.

aigh speed. A minute or two after the Jeep nearly rammed him, they reached an
area where the road goes downhill and then starts back uphill. The Jeep went to
the left and then back to the right, braking suddenly. It backed up quickly and
stopped. Girouard backed up a short distance and stopped. The Jeep backed up
further. Girouard accelerated forward, trying to go around the Jeep. He felt
contact from the Jeep striking the passenger side of his cruiser; he thought it
sideswiped him as it backed up further. Girouard saw the Jeep angle at him, as
if Jackson was steering in his direction. Girouard thought Jackson was trying
to hurt him and/or disable his cruiser. Girouard cut sharply to the right after
pulling ahead of the Jeep. As he came to a stop, his cruiser got hit violently
on the passenger side and was pushed down the road. Girouard had cut to the
right so his cruiser would give him cover and block the Jeep's path and prevent
it from leaving, or at least slow it down.

Girouard didn't remember putting the cruiser in park. He got out as soon as the
cruiser stopped moving. He thought his hand was already on the door handle when
the cruiser was struck. He shut the door when he got out. There was no time
to get the shotgun or patrol rifle from the cruiser. He ran toward his trunk
with his sidearm out, but he didn't remember actually removing it from the
holster. .

When he reached near the rear of the cruiser, he could see the Jeep, which
appeared to be driving right at him. He clearly recognized the driver as being
Eric Jackson. Jackson was looking right at him. Girouard demonstrated his
position on the Crash Recon Team diagram. He indicated he was right behind the
driver side taillight, with the Jeep approaching him from his right.

Jirouard thought Jackson was going to run him over. He didn't remember thinking
about anything other than just seeing Jackson looking right at him, and that the
Jeep was coming right at him. He thought Jackson was going to run him over and



kill him. He was not sure if the cruiser would protect him from the impact; he

thought about the impact possibly pinning him under his cruiser and dragging
him. Girouard began shooting as the Jeep was colliding with his cruiser. He
did not think there was any other alternative. The time from Girouard exiting
his cruiser to reaching the rear of it, when he began to shoot and the Jeep hit
it was seconds. Girouard described this as one fluid motion. The Jeep was
moving toward his cruiser, accelerating, as he was exiting. Girouard did not
say anything to Jackson, he had no time.

Girouard thought he fired five or six times. He didn't see the bullets hit, but
he did see the windshield break, and it looked like Jackson reacted with sudden
moves when the windshield shattered. Girouard thought he had a two hand grip on
his weapon when he fired. He was aiming at Jackson's chest area. He aimed
there because there was a higher probability of incapacitating Jackson.

Girouard did not recall having time to make a sight picture. It was point and
shoot.

Girouard'slcruiser siren was still on. He didn't remember if he heard it at the
time. Cirouard did not remember if he heard the sound of his gunshots. He said
his ears did not ring later.

Girouard did not know where Loomis was at this point.

The Jeep stopped and then began to back up, turning toward Girouard's left.
Girouard stopped shooting when the Jeep started backing up.  He described this

sacking up as seéeming like the Jeep was dccelerating i TEeverse;

rolling back. Girouard moved around to the passenger side of his cruiser, still
engaging the Jeep as a threat. He yelled commands to Jackson and became aware
of Loomis to his left, also on the passenger side of his cruiser. Girouard was
not then aware Jackson had hit Loomis' cruiser. The Jeep was slightly tilted
because it was partially on the embankment. Jackson was moving inside, and it
appeared he was trying to move the Jeep. Girouard yelled something like,
"Stop!" . Girouard could see clearly through the Jeep's front passenger window;
he saw Jackson working the shifter or four wheel drive control. Girouard could
not specify exactly where Loomis was, or if he had his weapon out. Jackson did
not say anything that Girouard could hear, and he did not appear to be trying to
communicate. ' ' .

Girouard was fearful. He did not think the Jeep was hung up. The wheels were
still turned toward him and Loomis. Jackson was not stopping or attempting to
stop operating the Jeep. Jackson was still trying to drive the Jeep. He was an
imminent threat, and he had just tried to kill him. Girouard felt Jackson was
still trying to come at him in the Jeep. If he was able to move the Jeep,
Girouard and Loomis had nowhere to go. Girouard knew other troopers responding.
He was worried about what would happen to them if Jackson was able to leave the
scene. Girouard fired at Jackson again. Loomis also fired, possibly just after
he did. Girouard was aiming directly at Jackson. He was shooting through the
front passenger window. He could not recall if this window was broken or not,
but he could see Jackson clearly. He did not recall getting a sight picture.
He described this, again, as point and shoot. As they were firing, Jackson
still appeared to be trying to drive the vehicle. Girouard fired until Jackson
slumped down in his seat. At that time, he felt Jackson was no longer a threat;
he thought he was dead. Loomis stopped shooting at the same time. Girouard
sentioned the VSP policy relating to shooting at vehicles, and clarified he was
aiming at Jackson to eliminate the threat. Girouard and Loomis approached the
Jeep. Girouard considered the possibility Jackson was faking. Loomis yelled



for Jackson to turn the Jeep off. Jackson said he could not move. While Loomis

provided cover, Girouard reached in through theApassenger window and removed the
keys from the Jeep.

Girouard fired sixteen times total. He didn't count the shots, but he fired all
of the rounds (fifteen) in his magazine plus the one that was chambered and
replaced the magazine. He did this reload as they approached the Jeep. He did
not fire any rounds from the second magazine.

Girouard notified dispatch of "shots fired" and requested rescue. He logged
into his computer to get their location. Pilner had arrived on scene; he and
TLoomis were with Jackson. Decker and another sergeant arrived on scene. Decker
and Pilner attempted to provide first aid to Jackson, who they had removed from
the Jeep. After they removed Jackson from the Jeep, Girouard asked him why he
tried to run him over. He did not answer. He said he couldn't move or breathe.
He appeared to be in a lot of pain. Girouard saw injuries to Jackson's face.
Girouard was back and forth from his cruiser to the Jeep. He located some keys
and a small bottle of alcohol (Girouard noted Jackson smelled of intoxicants),
which he threw on the hood of one of the cruisers. Girouard thought these items
had likely been removed from Jackson by one of the other troopers during a pat
“down. Jackson was moved to his side so he would not choke. Girouard advised
dispatch Jackson would need more extensive medical care. Girouard took some
‘'scene photos because it looked like it was going to rain. LaCourse arrived and
took over the scene. A Newport PD officer arrived. The watch commander and
command staff were notified. Rescue arrived. Loomis and Girouard rode to the
StTJORNShUTYy Barracks with Decker. On the way, they stopped to get something to

drink.

At the Barracks, they had brief contact with command staff personnel who checked
in on them. They waited in the patrol commanders office to meet with BCI
personnel. Girouard spoke with Detective Sergeant Mike ONeil (Union President)
and his family. After meeting with BCI, Girouard was driven home by Sergeant

Brian May.

At the end of the interview, Girouard said he wasn't aware of it at the time,
but looking back, he experienced tunnel vision during this shooting.

Girouard clarified that this was a lethal situation. Using a Taser was not an
option.

Girouard had never fired his weapon in the line of duty before. He has military
experience, but had never discharged his weapon in combat.

Erica Lavalle unpack
clothing she had received from North Country Hospital that had been worn by Eric
Jackson at the time of the incident. We placed the clothing on the floor in the
evidence garage at the State Police Barracks in Derby to be inventoried and
photographed. We then hung all wet clothing in the evidence garage to be air
dried. The items that were not air dried were placed in evidence bags by Tpr.
Lavalle. Tpr. Lavalle also completed all necessary property forms and
laboratory forms including the chain of custody.

I took 13 photographs of the clothing with my digital camera. I transferred the
photos onto CD and submitted the CD to the Vermont Forensic Laboratory.

This concludes my involvement in this incident.

On 06/06/2014, Sgt JP Schmidt and I met with Tpr Seth Loomis at the St Johnsbury
Barracks for a follow up, recorded interview about this incident. Also present

was VTA attorney Jim Dunn. The purpose of the 1nterview wds L0 gel d more
detailed account of the officer involved shooting that took place on May 28,
2014 on Burton Hill Rd in the town of Barton. ' ‘

Tpr Loomis is a Trooper First Class stationed at the St Johnsbury Barracks. He
has been a trooper since July 2011, and graduated from VCJTC in December 2011.
He has been stationed at St Johnsbury since Dec 2011. He usually works
nightshift. His general duties include traffic enforcement, basic criminal
investigations, accident investigations, and calls for service. His special
duties include Drug Recognition Expert and he was certified in this area in
March 2014. He is also the DUI trooper for St Johnsbury office. He is also
certified to use and carry a patrol rifle.

Oon May 27, 2014, Tpr Loomis was assigned to nightshift and he signed on a t 1400
hours, to work the Burke town contract for 3 hours before shift. The shift runs
from 1700-0200 hrs. He was on the 4 days on, 2 days off portion of the schedule.
This was his 4th shift of the week, and he was headed into days off. When asked
how many hours of OT he might average in a week, he advised that it could be
around 15 depending on the week. He advised that he did not believe that he had
any overtime on the shift that he worked on May 26th.

On May 27th, he was working with Tpr Chris Pilner and Sgt Denis Girouard. This
is a normal shift for them. He is on Sgt Girouard's line, so they work together
daily. When asked to describe his daily routine, Tpr Loomis advised that he
normally stays up for an hour after shift, then gets up around 10, eats
breakfast and goes to the gym, then prepares to go to work. He is not married
and has no children at this time and described himself as having no stress at
home.

I asked him what was happening on shift that night and he advised that he was
doing paperwork for his DRE evals, just trying to get them typed up. He said it









Underpass Rd, and he called out Calendar Brook, but is mistaken, and it was
Underpass Rd. He described this as the top part of Underpass Rd, and advised

that Sgt Girouard is at the crash scene on the bottom of Underpass Rd. They were
headed towards the initial crash scene, and towards US5. Tpr Loomis advised that
he was going about 95mph on that road and he did not feel comfortable going that
fast. He advised that the jeep is going 100 mph or more, and was pulling away
from him. They started getting closer to Sgt Girouard's location. Loomis
advised that there are $- curves, with sharp drop offs and no guardrails on this
road. He advised that he did not want to crash, so he slowed down. He called out
that he lost him and then came upon him agaln seeing the taillights in the
distance, still on Underpass Rd.

He radioed ahead to Sgt Girouard's location. Sgt Girouard advised that he will
get the wrecker operator out of the way and will try to find a spot to set up
spikes. He was not able to find a spot to set up spikes. When Tpr Loomis came
through the s curves and saw the van and the tow truck, through the initial
scene, he advised that Sgt Girouard took primary then. They were each radioing
dispatch and were walking on each other. Tpr Loomis was calling out the roads
and the speeds. Once they got off Underpass Rd, they headed north on US 5. Tpr
Loomis called in speeds of 80-85 mph, using his patrol speed on his radar. They
are easily doing 90- 100 mph, but he had to stay further back. He was calling
out cross streets as they went by them. He can see Pilner behind him but way
back. He advised that the reason they did this is per rules and regs. First car
is primary, second is calling out locations, speeds, road conditions, and third
car is 20 car lengths behind.

They contlnued to follow vehicle and the operator was swerving all over the road
crossing yellow lines, into the other lane. When they passed Crystal Lake, he
advised that the jeep almost hits the guardrails. :They continued into Baron
Village and this was now out of his coverage area, and he was not familiar with
the roads. He advised that they come up to the sharp Y, which he now believes is
Elm St. They made the sharp left onto Elm, and he radioed to Pilner that they
went left at the Y, but he now knows that Pilner went straight at the Y. He
didn't know where they are, but they go up what he now knows is Burton Hill:-Rd.
He didn't know the area but judging from the way the suspect is driving, he
thought that the suspect was familiar with this rocad and knew where he was
going. The thought occured to him that the suspect might have been trying to
bait them in. He advised that he didn't know where they are going but the
suspect clearly did, by the way he's travelling. He started getting nervous, and
getting scared, because he didn't know what road they were on, and just knew
what cross streets they had passed. He wondered if the road was going to dead
end or if the suspect going to do something crazy or what. He advised that the
suspect was going well over 70-75 mph on a dirt road with sharp corners, and

_then he saw Sgt Girouard's brake lights suddenly a couple of times and then

TLoomis brakes, then they started going again and they gave chase.

He advised that this was where things get hard, and he heard Sgt Girouard say
something like "Jackson." However he can't hear him very well, whether it was
because they walked on each other (lnterference with the radios communicating
simultaneously) or if it was because the cruisers are so close together that the
cruisers can't hear the other cruisers radio transmissions. Tpr Loomis began
to become emotional at this time. When he hears Jackson, Loomis thinks Eric
Jackson.

The pursuit continued, and he saw the car stop again and Loomis tried to take up
felony stop position to the right, and Girouard is to the left. The suspect



backed up and almost hit Sgt Girouard's cruiser, then took off again. He drove
recklessly, giving Tpr Loomis the impression that he did not care who got hurt,

hurting himself or others. He advised that he was scared because he didn't know
where this was going, or where he was or what the suspects intentions were and
all he knew was Jackson's previous history. When he saw the suspect stop and
come at Sgt Girouard's cruiser, he thought that this guy did not give a fuck
what happened tonight because of the way he was driving and because of what he
had done and almost ramming the sgt's cruiser. This puts Tpr Loomis on high
.alert. He felt that they weren't dealing with someone who was acting right at
that time. After all that, he was on guard more so. He didn't know where this
was going but he didn't like it.

They were following again, and the suspect came to another abrupt stop. He said
he remembered a brief halt and saw the Jeep go into reverse, but then it didn't,
so the reverse lights were not on, then it Jjust gunned back, angled back
towards Sgt Girouard's cruiser. The driver's side quarter panel of the jeep hit
Sgt Girouard's back passenger side quarter panel. He said that he recalled that
he swung the vehicle around and the front driver's side of the jeep made contact
with Sgt Girouard's cruiser again which is where the video showed the back end
hit, as Sgt Giouard's cruiser tried to move around to try to get away from him,
but then he was pushed sideways; part of which was the jeep that him and part of
which he thought was the cruiser trying to get away. Then he said he remembered
seeing "bang! The car goes in drive and rams Sgt Girouard's cruiser." He thought
then that he was going to have to take primary and go after the suspect if
Girouard's car was disabled. Then he said that the reverse lights came on and he

thought "this guy i1s going to hit me, and then he does!"™ He nhit Him hard,; so
hard the camera is knocked off the windshield. He saw the hood of his cruiser
coming at the windshield and then the bumper of the jeep up over the top of the
hood. He said that he was scared and he thought that the jeep was going to run
right up over the top of his cruiser. He said he had nowhere to go and he
crossed his arms in front of his head, said he had his arms up like that. He
radioed that the suspect just rammed Girouard's cruiser and now he had hit his.

He said that he was still hitting the brake. He thought the suspect was going to
kill him right there. He got out of his car, didn't even put it in park and
grabbed his sidearm. At that point in the interview, Tpr Loomis was overcome
with emotion. He saw his sergeant, and he was very close to him. He knew Sgt
Cirouard's wife and kids. And he saw the jeep flying at Sgt Girouard and all he
could think about was that Sgt Girouard was going to get hit. At that point, we
stopped the recording for a few minutes to give him the chance to gain some
composure.

When we went back on the record, Tpr Loomis was still upset, but he was able to
speak. He advised that he had not spoken about this with anyone before today. He
said he had been okay with it, but now that he thought about what he was
thinking and feeling that night, it upset him. He said he saw Sgt Girouard get
out of the cruiser and head to the back of the cruiser then saw the jeep heading
towards him. He said that he knew that the suspect just hit him and he rammed
Sgt Girouard. He was scared that he's going to kill him and he was gonna kill
Sgt Girouard. He knew from experience what a 4000 pound car could do. He was
thinking about Sgt Girouard's family, his three kids and how was he going to
explain it to them. He said he is close with his sergeant, and he was afraid
that the suspect already rammed him, now he was going to ram into the Sgts
sruiser and run him over and kill him, because he just doesn't care.

He observed this and started running, he heard shots being fired. He had nowhere



to go, his cruiser was rolling down the hill and he couldn't go left because the
maniac was there in the car trying to kill them, and then he heard shots being

fired. The only safe alternative he had was to run to the front of the sgt's
cruiser. He advised that he was running out .of options, he knew he was in a
tight spot. And he didn't know how Sgt Girouard was because he could't see him.
He then looked and saw the jeep coming at him, he put his left hand up, and he
could almost touch the car coming at him and he had his gun in his right hand.
He advised that he knew already that the suspect didn't care if he got hurt, he
already rammed him. He thought that the suspect was trying to disable the
cruisers and he didn't care and wanted to get away, and didnn't care how he did
it. He advised that he thought he was going to die in his cruiser. He was
watching him repeatedly ram the sgt's cruiser while the sgt was standing behind
it. He stated "Who would do something like that?" He advised it wasn't like
the suspect was going to be able to go anywhere. He had had multiple chances to
stop. He had seen the blue lights and sirens, so he knew they were officers. He
advised that this could have ended a different way, but unfortunately, the
suspect's actions had forced them to do something that he never thought he would
have to do in his career. He never thought he would have to fire his gun. He
said he didn't want to do that. He saw the car coming at him and he put his arm
out and he thought the guy is trying to run him over in his car. He saw the car
and he sidestepped around it and started shooting at it. He was not shooting at
the tires, he was shooting at the operator, because the operator is the threat.

He said he had nowhere to go, he didn't know what the supect was going to do if
he got around him, so his only choice is deadly force. He thought that he

;ouidn*twfoiiowWanymererwifwhe~gotwaway7wduemtemdisabiedweruisers. He—thought
that if the suspect got by them that he could run head on into Pilner or try to
run him off the road. He didn't know if his portable radio was working or not.
He didn't know if Pilner knew shots were fired. He advised that the operator
needed to stop, and no one else was going to get hurt. He said again that he put
his left hand out, and he saw the car coming at him and stepped away and he was
shooting at the driver. He remembered the glass shattering. It was the rear
passenger window and then the front passenger window. He could hear the engine
revving and and see the operator turning the wheel and moving the car. The
threat was still there and he was continuing past him and Tpr Loomis was still
firing rounds until he saw the operator go limp and not operating or attempting
to operate anymore. He described the operator slumped forward and hands dropped
off the steering wheel. He said show me your hands. He heard the operator say I
can't move my hands, or something along those lines. He took a position in front
of the car so he could have a line of sight on the driver, and Sgt Girouard went

in and turned the car off.

When asked if he was yelling while he was shooting he says that he was yelling
turn the fucking car off, stop the fucking car, so much that he lost his voice
the next day or so after. He advised that he was not experiencing tunnel vision
during the event. That he saw the glass breaking, he heard the glass of the
windows breaking as the rounds are going through. He knew that he could see the
operator's hands still on on the wheel, and that he was still driving. He
noticed that he could feel a concussion from what he thought was the shots from
Sgt Girouard's side arm, as he was firing next to him. He again said that he

- stopped firing when he felt that the operator was no longer able to operate the
car. The operator was limp and the car was off the side of the road. He advised
that he thought that they killed him (the operator.) He advised he was yelling
‘et me see your hands. He heard something like I can't move. He advised that Sgt
Girourard reached through the passenger side window and turned the car off, and
put it in park. He advised that Tpr Pilner then arrived and he asked Tpr Pilner



to turn his (Tpr Loomis's) siren off. He did that and then told him that the car
4sasn't clear and gave Tpr Pilner a brief rundown of what occurred.

Sgt Girouard told them that they needed to render first aid to the suspect. They
got him out of the car and the supect was patted down. A bunch of keys were
found on the suspect. The keys ended up in the grass possibly, but then finally
were moved to the hood of Tpr Pilner's cruiser. They did not cuff the suspect
because he was unarmed at this time and he advised that he was worried about
positional asphyxia. The supect told them he could not feel his legs. He also
remembered the suspect saying something like "I'm sorry, guys." The supect
wanted to lay on his stomach, but they kept him on his side. He also said
something like "Please don't let me die." They told him to stay still and that
EMS was coming. He remembered Sgt Lyle Decker coming to the scene. Sgt Decker
relieved Tpr Loomis at the scene.

Tpr Drew arrived from Derby with Sgt LaCourse. She and Tpr Loomis went to the
academy together and he advised that he asked Tpr Drew to check his magazine to
see how many rounds he had fired. She did and saw that there was 1 in the mag
and he knew he had 1 in the chamber, so he knew how many rounds he had shot.

He saw Rescue tending to the suspect and saw some of the suspect's injuries at
that time.

He advised that he told Sgt Lacourse that where his cruiser was, was not the
area where it was struck. He advised that where his microphone for his

fatchGuard video system was, was where fie got out oL thecruiser:

He advised that he had been transported back to St Johnsbury barracks along with
Sgt Girouard by Sgt Decker. ’

Tpr Loomis told us that this was the most violent encounter he had ever
experienced on the job to date.

He advised that he was wearing his normal short sleeve uniform with cap toe
boots, with vest and gunbelt. He carries the normal issued ammunition and issued

firearm, Smith and Wesson 40 cal.

He was operating his normal cruiser which is assigned to him, a 2011 Ford Crown
Victoria, fully marked with full light bar.

He had no previous history that he was aware of with Eric Jackson.

When asked why he did not use shot gun or rifle, he advised that he did not have
time. The patrol rifle was in the back seat and his shotgun was in his trunk.

Tpr Loomis was shown a diagram of the scene that was created by Tpr Chuck
'schulze of Crash Recon Team. He was able to indicate about where his cruiser
was struck and where he ran around his cruiser and towards the front of his
cruiser. He showed where he saw Sgt Girouard running, towards the back of his
cruiser and saw the Jeep heading towards Sgt Girouard. He shows where he was
approximately where he was when he started firing and then where the suspect
goes limp. He indicated this with a line on the diagram and this diagram is
saved as evidence.

fhen asked if he would hear or see the suspect saying anything during the
incident, he advised that he did not.



When I asked him why he did not deploy his tazer, he advised that the windows
sere closed and it would have been unsafe to try to get close enough to use it.

T asked him about options as far as backing off, which he had talked about
earlier during the pursuit, in fact at one point he said over the radio that he
had lost the vehicle. It had happened so quickly and so violently that they had
no other options, they could not back off and they had to stop him for the
safety of others too.

He had never fired a weapon in the line of duty before. He advised that he had
been present in an officer involved shooting before, but had only held the gun
up, but had not fired. ' «

Sgt Schmidt asked to clarify the point about the crane truck. Tpr Loomis advised
that he saw a picture of the truck on his mom's iPad, and realized that was the
truck he saw going south on US5, when at the original crash scene. This crane
truck was stolen from a local business the same night, and was found a short
distance from where the Jeep was stolen. Jackson is a suspect in this theft.

Tpr Loomis showed us the path of the pursuit on a map.

Tpr Loomis advised that he did not recognize Jackson, except after the shooting
he recognized him from a Facebook photo.

Sgt Schmidt asked if during the shooting, he had a sight picture. Tpr Loomis did

10t really know, becausée 1t was fast. He advigsed he went from one hand holrd-to——

two hand hold during the shooting.

When he saw the operator slump, he advised that the jeep continued backwards
under its own power.

When asked if he heard Sgt Girouard's shots he advised that he could feel the
shots, but did not see him.

Tpr Loomis signed the sworn audio statement form.

This concluded the interview.

This interview was audio recorded and copies of recordings should be referenced
for exact wording and conversations.

On 06/10/14, I met with Cpl Owen Béllinger at the Derby Barracks and showed him
the WatchGuard videos of the scene. This enabled him to make sure that his CRT

report was accurate.

At that time, I also took care of Jackson's clothing and shoes that had been
seized from North Country Hospital. They had been drying in the secure evidence
garage at Derby Barracks. I photographed all of the clothing and bullet holes in
said clothing. I photographed the bottoms of the shoes as well, due to Jackson
being a suspect in several break ins that occurred the night of May 27/28.

The clothing was packaged, and along with the clothing that I had received from

CSST from the scene itself, these bags were all turned in to temporary evidence

at Derby Barracks. Jackson's wallet and personal effects were also submitted for
safekeeping to temporary evidence.

T then documented the damage to the Jeep and the two cruisers by photographing
and video recording, while they were in the Derby Barracks parking lot.

On 06/17/14, I was advised by Lt LaPorte to make copies of the 3 WatchGuard
videos from the three cruisers involved in the incident. These videos were
turned over to Capt Sinclair for viewing by HQ Legal Dept, as the press had
requested access to them.

T was also told to make copies of the photos and videos of the damage to EQ305
and EQ367. These were turned over to Capt Sinclair for viewing by SA Lisa
Warren.

Narrative:

This case pertains to an officer involved shooting which I was assigned to
investigate on 05/28/14. I was notified at about 0300 hours that I was needed to
respond to the St Johnsbury Barracks to assist with the investigation. I arrived
at the Barracks at about 05:30 hrs.

This case is part of a broader chain of events that led up to this incident.
Instead of chronicling each incident here again, please see the following case
numbers: '

14B201676 (Burglary to JP Sicard's)

14B201820 (crash of truck stolen from Sicard's)
14B101663 (Seth's Auto Burglary)

14B101661 (crash of van stolen from Seth's Auto)
14B101662 (stolen Jeep)

On 05/28/14, at about 02:00 hrs, Sonya Clayton called to report that her 1994
Green Jeep Cherokee, bearing VT reg plates FEF302, had been stolen, and the

suspect was travelllng SOUTh on US5 towards West Burke. Clayton's residernice 1s
at 2566 US5 in the town of Sutton, which is just north west of the town of

Burke.

In her sworn statement, Clayton advised that at about 01:50 hr, her boyfriend,
Sean Pray, woke her up to say that her Jeep was being stolen. She called VSP to
report it and was advised that a couple of officers were in the area and they
would be on the lookout for it. She advised that the keys were in the console of
the Jeep and it needed work on the brakes. She advised that she did not see the
vehicle leave but heard the tires squealing.

I spoke with Sean Pray, Clayton's boyfriend. He advised that he wakes up to the
littlest noises, because his daughter has sleep apnea and he needs to monitor
how long she wears the mask for at night. He advised that night that he.was
sleeping and some noise woke him up. He did not know what the noise was, but in
retrospect he believed it might have been the sound of the Jeep's door closing.
He looked at the TV and saw that it was 01:50 hrs and went to check on his
daughter. He heard a sound like an engine revving and did not think too much of
it, since they live right near a well traveled portion of the road. He tucked
his daughter in, went to the front door and saw the Jeep being driven across

the front lawn, squealing its tires as it took off. He advised that he yelled to
Sonya that the car was being stolen, and then he took off in his own truck,
without shoes or a coat or anything, and tried to catch up to the Jeep. He
advised that he did not catch up to it however. He advised that he went down in
to West Burke, and that the suspect probably went over the Station Rd, so he
never saw him. He could not give a description of the suspect who took the Jeep.

Tpr Loomis, Tpr Pilner and Sgt Girouard were investigating a report of a van off
he road on Underpass Rd in Sutton, at this time. The van was found to have a
safe partlally hanging out of the rear door, which was suspicious. Tpr Loomis

was driving in the area looking for suspects or clues in the van accident, and



heard the BOL for the stolen Jeep. The Jeep was headed south on US5 towards
Burke. He radioed in that he was headed that way. Tpr Pilner was also enroute.
Tpr Loomis made sure that he had the plate and vehicle description from

dispatch. He entered West Burke and knew that Tpr Pilner was ahead of him. Both
Tpr Pilner and Tpr Loomis were operating fully marked State Police cruisers with
full light bars.

The Jeep was located by Tpr Loomis when he observed it run through a

stop sign on Church and Depot St in West Burke, in Caledonia County. He verified
that the plate and description matched. He called Tpr Pilner and advised that he
had the vehicle in front of him and they were traveling on US5, just passing
Mike's Gas Station, and was making a left on Depot. He described Depot as a big
horseshoe shape. He said then, the operator was using his blinker and

driving normally. He waited until he could see Tpr Pilner, to attempt to stop
the vehicle. As soon as he activated his blue lights, the Jeep took off. He

" could hear the engine revving, and he turned on the siren and then he radioed
that the car was not stopping. At this time they were on Burke Hill Rd. Tpr
Loomis advised that he was not very close to the Jeep because the Jeep was
operating at a very high speed. The Jeep continued up Burke Hill Rd to the
intersection of Calendar Brook, and Underpass Rd. ‘

Tpr Loomis advised that the pursuit travelled from Depot St, to Burke Hill Rd,
to the intersection of Calendar Brook Rd, and onto Underpass Rd. Underpass Rd is
where the initial crash scene is located. Tpr Loomis advised that the suspect
operating the Jeep was driving very fast and very recklessly. He estimated

speeds—up to100-mph -

Tpr Loomis radioed ahead to Sgt Girouard's location. Sgt Girouard advised that
he would get the wrecker operator out of the way, which he did, and would try to
find a spot to set up spikes. He was not able to find a spot to set up spikes.
When Tpr Loomis came through the S curves and saw the van and the tow truck,
through the initial scene, that was when Sgt Girouard took primary.

Tpr Loomis called out the roads and the speeds. Once they got off Underpass
Rd, they headed north on US 5. Tpr Loomis called in speeds of 80-85 mph. He
advised that Tpr Pilner was behind him, very far back. :

The pursuit continued north of USS5, speeds reaching over 100 mph. The suspect
was swerving all over the road, crossing the double yellow lines, and operating
completely in the oncoming lane. There was no other traffic at that time. When
they passed Crystal Lake, in the town of Barton, VT, the Jeep almost hit the
guardrails. They continued north into the town of Barton, Orleans County. They
came to a "Y" in the road and the suspect turned left onto Elm St, which turns
into Burton Hill Rd. The troopers were not familiar with this area, as it was
outside of their patrol area. Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis turned left but Tpr
Pilner, who was further back, did not see which way they went, so he continued
.straight. Sgt Girouard used his spotlight to illuminate the Jeep. He observed
that the operator was wearing something red.

At one point, the Jeep's operator slammed on the brakes and stopped, forcing Sgt
Girouard to stop to avoid hitting the Jeep. The Jeep then accelerated again and
the pursuit continued. Sgt Girouard was able to see the operator's reflection in
the driver's side mirror, by illuminating it with his spotlight. He thought that
. -he driver was Eric Jackson, who he knew from previous criminal acts and
possibly a dangerous person. He knew that Jackson was a drug user and a burglar
which heightened his concern and awareness. Sgt Girouard informed dispatch that



the suspect
nas possibly Eric Jackson. Sgt Girouard was aware that Jackson was wanted for

escape and was a suspect in other burglaries.

It should be noted here that Eric Jackson had been on furlough and had tested
positive for Buprenorphine, cocaine and opiates, on 05/15/14. When he was
advised that he failed the drug test, Jackson fled the DOC. DOC filed an
affidavit on 05/16/14, for a warrant for Jackson's escape from custody.
Caledonia SA Lisa Warren promptly filed the escape status charge with the court
on 05/16/14, however due to unknown delays or oversight, the warrant was never
actually issued until 05/28/14. In reviewing CCO Ryan George's affidavit
reference the escape charge, it states that Eric told George that he didn't want
to go back to jail and that he wanted to die. '

Sgt Girouard tried to contact Jackson using the PA system in the cruiser. He
said something to the effect of "Eric you need to stop, Eric this is Denis.
The operator turned to look at him and Sgt Giourard was more sure that it was

Jackson at that time.

The Jeep stopped a second time and started backing up towards Sgt Girouard's
cruiser. He had to back up to avoid getting rammed. Sgt Girouard advised that he
thought he would get hurt if he did not move. Tpr Loomis observed this incident
and this raised his alarm level because it indicated that the operator did not
care if he hurt the troopers. Sgt Girouard advised that this event turned the
situation into more than just a pursuit. They had Eric Jackson, on escape

The Jeep took off again and he and Trp Loomis continue the pursuit. Sgt Glrouard
advised dispatch to send back up from the other offices. Sgt Decker was headed
from Bradford and Sgt LaCourse and another trooper were headed from Derby Sgt

Girouard
also called for notification to the watch commander.

The pursuit continued up Burton Hill Rd. A minute or two after the suspect
attempted to ram Sgt Girouard, the suspect came to another abrupt stop. He
backed up

and stopped. Sgt Girouard backed up too. Sgt Girouard saw the Jeep angle at him,
as if the suspect was steering in his direction. The Jeep backed up further, and
Sgt '

Girouard accelerated forward, trying to get around the Jeep. Sgt Girouard felt
the contact from the Jeep striking the passenger side of his cruiser. He thought
this impact was from the Jeep sideswiping him as it backed up further. He
thought that the suspect was trying to hurt him or disable his cruiser. He cut
sharply to

the right after he pulled ahead of the Jeep. As he came to a stop, the suspect
hit his cruiser violently from the passenger side and pushed the cruiser up the

road.

Tpr Loomis observed this and had gone to the rlght slightly, on the roadway.

Then he observed that the Jeep's reverse lights came on and he thought that the
suspect was going to hit him. The Jeep accelerated and rammed into the front of
the cruiser. He advised that the impact was so hard that the video camera was
knocked off the windshield and he saw the hood of his cruiser fold up towards
him. He also saw the rear bumper of the Jeep up over the top of his hood. He
_hought that the Jeep was going to go over the top of his cruiser. He radioed in
that their cruisers had been rammed. He advised that he thought that he was
going to be killed right there, he did not even put the car in park but had his



gun out and got out of his cruiser.

At the same time, Sgt Girouard did not know that Tpr Loomis had been rammed. He

advised that he got out of his cruiser and was running to the back of his
cruiser, when he saw the Jeep driving right at him. He was right near the rear
driver's side taillight with the Jeep approaching from his right. Sgt Girouard
thought the suspect was going to run him over and kill him. He advised that the
suspect

looked right at him and was driving right at him. He was not sure if the cruiser
would protect him from the impact or not. Sgt Girouard began shooting as the
Jeep impacted his cruiser again. ' ‘

Tpr Loomis saw Sgt Girouard get out of his cruiser and head to the back of the
crulser and saw the Jeep headed towards Sgt Girouard. He was afraid that the
suspect was going to kill Sgt Girouard, because the suspect just did not care.
Tpr Loomis

started running towards them and heard shots being fired.

Sgt Girouard shot 5-6 times. He saw the windshield break and it looked like

the suspect reacted with sudden movements when the windshield shattered. Sgt:
Girouard advised that he was aiming at the suspect's chest area to incapacitate
him. '

The Jeep stopped and began to back up turning to Sgt Girouard's left. He said
that he stopped firing when the Jeep started backing up. He said it was

passenger side of the Jeep still engaging the threat.

Tpr Loomis was running towards the front of Sgt Girouard's cruiser, and saw the
Jeep backing up fast towards him. He advised that he could almost touch the
passenger side rear of the Jeep as it was nearing him. He couldn't see Sgt
Girouard and did not know if he was okay or not. He saw the Jeep coming at him
and he already knew that the suspect did not care if he hurt him, since he had
already rammed his car. He advised that the suspect was trying to get away and
didn't care how he was going to do it. He sidestepped around the Jeep and
started shooting at the operator to neutralize the threat.

Sgt Girouard advised that he yelled commands to the suspect and became aware

of Loomis to his left, also on the passenger side of his cruiser. The Jeep had
traveled in reverse, up onto an embankment, and was slightly tilted because it
was partially on the embankment. The suspect was moving inside, and it appeared
he

was trying to move the Jeep. Girouard yelled something like, "Stop!" Girouard
could see clearly through the Jeep's front passenger window; he saw the suspect
working the shifter or four wheel drive control.

.8gt Girouard was still fearful. He did not think the Jeep was hung ﬁp. The
wheels were still turned toward him and Tpr Loomis. The suspect was still trying
to drive the Jeep. He was an imminent threat, and he had just tried to kill
him. Sgt

Girouard felt the suspect was still trying to come at him in the Jeep. If he
was '

able to move the Jeep, Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis had nowhere to go. Sgt
sirouard knew other troopers were responding. He was worried about what would
happen to them if the suspect was able to leave the scene. Sgt Girouard fired at
the suspect again. Tpr Loomis also fired. Sgt Girouard was aiming directly at



the suspect. He was shooting through the front passenger window.

As they were firing, the sdspect still appeared to be trying to drive the

vehicle. .

Sgt Girouard fired until the suspect slumped down in his seat. At that time, he
felt the suspect was no longer a threat; he thought he was dead. Tpr Loomis
advised

that he stopped shooting when he saw the suspect slump forward and stop
attempting

to operate the Jeep. Sgt Girouard advised that he fired a total of 16 shots,
because he shot until empty, and did a reload. Tpr Loomis advised that he found
out after the shooting that he had discharged 14 rounds, with 1 left in the
magazine and 1 in the chamber. A State Police issued magazine holds 15 rounds,
and one round is chambered during duty carry. Two spare magazines are carried on
the standard issue gun belt, fully loaded with 15 rounds each.

Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis approached the Jeep. Sgt Girouard considered the
possibility Jackson was faking. Tpr Loomis yelled for the suspect to turn the

Jeep
off. The suspect said he could not move. While Tpr Loomis provided cover, Sgt

Girouard reached in through the passenger window and removed the keys from the
Jeep and put the car in park.

Sgt Girouard radioed disptach about what had occurred and called rescue. Tpr
Loomis advised that Tpr Pilner arrived on scene. He gave Tpr Pilner a brief

sundown of what occurred.

Sgt. Girouard told Tprs Loomis and Pilner that they needed to render first aid to
the suspect. They got him out of the car and the suspect was patted down. A
bunch of keys were

found on the suspect. The keys ended up in the grass, but then were moved to the
hood of Tpr Pilner's cruiser. They did not cuff the suspect because he was
unarmed at this time and Tpr Loomis was worried about the suspect suffering
positional :

asphyxia. The suspect told them he could not feel his legs. Tpr Loomis
remembered

. the suspect saying something like "I'm sorry, guys." The suspect wanted to lay
on his stomach, but they kept him on his side. The suspect also said something
like

"pPlease don't let me die." They told him to stay still and that EMS was coming.
Sgt Decker arrived on scene and relieved Tpr Loomis at the scene.

Jackson was positively identified visually by troopers and he also had a wallet
and

ID with him, bearing his name and identifying information. Jackson was
transported to North Country Hospital in Newport, where he was treated. He was
then transported to DHMC for further treatment for several gunshot wounds. One
projectile/ shards were removed from Jackson at North Country Hospital, and one
was

removed from him at DHMC. The other projectiles were left in place, at least as
 of the writing of this report. The projectiles that were removed were documented
as evidence and a chain of custody was developed to track them. Both projectiles
were sent to the VFL for examination.

The three cruisers involved in this incident are equipped with WatchGuard Mobile
Video Recorders.



I reviewed these videos and observed the following:

EQ305- Sgt Girouard's recording shows the pursuit, which includes high speeds
and many law violations, (including the first ramming attempt at 02:23:16) and
at the end of the pursuit, shows the Jeep backing towards the cruiser.

Sgt Girouard accelerates forward, and is hit in a sideswipe type motion by the
Jeep at 02:24:05 (video time on Watchguard may not be exactly accurate.) As Sgt
Girouard pulls across the roadway, he is rammed again from the passenger side.
The Jeep's front end directly impacts the passenger side of EQ305, about midway
back, in the rear door/ quarter panel area. This impact is so hard, it knocks
the cruiser sideways (north) several inches. This occurs at about 02:24:09. The
third impact occurs at 02:24:16. The cruiser is pushed sideways again. Shots are
fired at this time and 5-6 gunshots are heard. There is a pause and some
yelling is heard, but because the trooper's body microphone was not active, it
is difficult to hear what is being said over the sirens. Tpr Loomis's body mic
was active, however it fell on the ground as he was exiting his cruiser during
the incident. The video shows trees and the embankment on the east side of the
road. More shots are heard, in rapid succession. The video does not show the
Jeep, but in the camera's view are trees and a sugaring line of blue plastic. A
tree appears to whip back towards the

north and the sugar line is moving. This appears to be when the Jeep is moving
in reverse on the embankment and comes to rest. Once the Jeep comes to rest, no
more shots are heard.

107367 Tpr Loomis's cruiser recording sHows thepursuit; behind Sgt-Girouard:”
It also shows the first ramming attempt by the Jeep. It shows the Jeep reversing
and appearing to aim at Sgt Girouard's cruiser. It shows the first and second
strikes, which are the side swipe to Sgt Girouard's cruiser and then the direct
ramming with the front end of the Jeep striking the rear passenger side of Sgt
Girouard's cruiser. The Jeep's reverse lights come on and the Jeep accelerates
in reverse directly into Tpr Loomis's cruiser, impacting so hard that the front
end is damaged and the Watchguard camera is knocked off of the windshield. It
should be noted that the date and time on Tpr Loomis's Watchguard were
incorrect. ’

EQ 339- Tpr Pilner's video records some of the pursuit and shows the actions of
the troopers after the shooting.

Both Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis were given a ride back to St Johnsbury Barracks
by Sgt Decker. I met with them there after briefings for initial interviews.
Those interviews were done with Det Sgt Schmidt in the patrol commander's
office, in the presence of Det Sgt Mike O'Neil, who is the President of the
Vermont Trooper's Association, the State Police Union.

Formal interviews took place with Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis at the St
Johnsbury Barracks on Friday, June 6, 2014. These interviews were done in the
conference room, with Sgt JP Schmidt, in the presence of the VTA lawyer, Jim
Dunn. These interviews were digitally audio recorded.

Detailed accounts of both the initial interviews and the formal interviews are
located within the supplement section of this case.

As a part of this investigation, Sgt Schmidt and I went to the scene, however
the vehicles had been removed at that time. I viewed Sgt Girouard's photos that
were taken after the incident, CSST photos, Crash Recon Team photos, and I also



took my own photos, and videos of the Jeep and the EQ's 305 and 367.

When I looked at the photds of Sgt Girouard's cruiser and matched them both with

the CRT diagrams and photos of the scene, I observed that Sgt Girouard's cruiser
was hit three times by the Jeep. The first impact is the sideswipe from the Jeep
reversing into EQ305, which is when Sgt Girouard tries to accelerate around the
Jeep. This causes minor damage/ scraping to the passenger side of EQ305, and the
driver's side of the Jeep.

The second impact is the ramming of the front end of the Jeep into the passenger
side rear door area of EQ305. This area of impact, and the force behind it is
shown by the how far EQ305 is pushed to the north, from its original position.
The tire mark in the dirt from the rear passenger side tire shows this.
Debris/knock off from the front end of the Jeep is also found at this location.

After this impact, the tire marks show, as does Tpr Loomis's video, that the
Jeep accelerates in reverse, ramming Tpr Loomis's cruliser, with the rear bumper
striking the front end of EQ367. Debris/ knock off from the rear of Jeep and the
front of the cruiser are found at this area of impact. The tire marks here show
what appear to be acceleration marks from the tires of the Jeep, at the area of
‘impact. This suggests to me that the operator of the Jeep was trying to hit the
cruiser as hard as possible.

The third impact to EQ305 occurs after the Jeep goes foiward, disengaging from
EQ367. The Jeep moves forward toward the rear of EQ305, where Sgt Girouard is

low outsidé of his cruiser, mnear the driver's side taillight. The Jeep's
passenger side front bumper contacts the rear passenger side bumper of
EQ305, striking it hard enough to again push the rear of the cruiser northwards,
which is where Sgt Girouard is standing. This contact is clearly seen in the
damage profile of the cruiser, which bears contact damage from the Jeep. The
Jeep is heading at Sgt Girouard and Sgt Girouard discharges several rounds at
the operator. The Jeep reverses direction in a button hook type pattern. This 1is
shown by the reversal of the scrapes on EQ305's bumper. The tire marks from the
Jeep leading to its final position of rest from this location also clearly show
this path of travel.

As part of this investigation, CSST was called and were requested to document
and process the scene and the vehicles. This team was headed by Lt Lance
Burnham. Both Sgt Girouard's and Tpr Loomis's firearms (Department issued .40
caliber Smith and Wesson M&P) were seized and sent to the VFL for testing..

EQ305 and 367 were seized as evidence and transported to St Johnsbury Barracks.
The Jeep was also seized as evidence and was processed by CSST.

Please see CSST report for more details on their actions.

The Watchguard videos were seized and secured as evidence, from all three
crulsers.

CRT was activated and assigned to document and diagram the scene. Lt Garry Scott
assigned Cpl Owen Ballinger and Tpr Charles Schulze to this case. Please see CRT
report for more details of their actions.

3ecause of the series of events, and the towns and counties involved in this
case, Caledonia County SA Lisa Warren, Orleans County SA Al Franklin, and the
AG's office will be reviewing this case per our protocol.

Supplemental Report of Sergeant Lyle Decker:

On 5/28/14, I was at the St. Johnsbury barracks when I heard that SGT Denis
Girouard, Trooper Chris Pilner and Trooper Seth Loomis were out with a
suspicious accident on Underpass Rd in Sutton. Then I heard a report of a
vehicle being stolen on Route 5 in Sutton (which I knew was relatively close to
the crash) and assumed the two incidents were connected. Shortly after I left
the barracks I heard Tpr Loomis advised he was following the stolen vehicle in
West Burke. I began to head in that direction.

Shortly after that I heard Tpr Loomis advised he was in a pursuit of this
vehicle and Tpr Pilner was with him. I heard this pursuit go from Burke Rd to’
Underpass Rd (where SGT Girouard was still located) to Route 5 north, where SGT
Girouard took over as the primary pursuing cruiser. I continued to monitor this
pursuit as I attempted to catch up to this pursuit. The pursuit went into Barton
and on to Burton Hill Rd. I heard SGT Girouard advised the subject, later

identi-fied-as -Eric Jackson, attempted-to-ram SGT-Girouard.-I-heard-SGT-Girouard
advised he believed the operator was in fact Eric Jackson. I also heard over the
radio that Jackson rammed Tpr Loomis and SGT Girouard's cruisers. Shortly after
that I heard SGT Girouard advised there were shots fired and to send EMS. SGT
Girouard advised all the Troopers were not injured.

A few minutes later I got to the scene. I observed the Jeep Cherokee that was
stolen on the north side of the roadway perpendicular the road. I observed SGT
Girouard's cruiser to the left of the Jeep with some damage and Tpr Loomis'
cruiser to the right of the Jeep with heavy damage to it. I observed Tpr Pilner
standing next to Jackson as he was laying on his left side next to the Jeep.
Jackson was bleeding from his arm and face, although there was not a lot of
blood. I observed several gunshot holes in. Jackson's face, stomach, shoulder and

“hand.

Tpr Pilner and I attempted to keep Jackson talking and laying down on the
ground. Jackson said several times that he did not want to die. Jackson also
stated that he was sorry for what he did. EMS arrived-shortly after that.
Jackson was transported by EMS.

After I was on scene, I was advised by LT Burnham via telephone to transport SGT
Girouard and Tpr Loomis to the St. Johnsbury barracks, so they could get away
from the scene, which I did.

Later I went with Det SGT Hugh O'Donnell to track down where the original
vehicle that crashed on Underpass Rd came from.

He did not know what the noise was, but
in retrospect he believed it might have been the sound of the Jeep's door
closing. '

4. He looked at the TV and saw that it was 01:50 hrs and went to check on his
daughter. He heard a sound like an engine revving and did not. think too much of
it, since they live right near a well traveled portion of the road. He tucked
his daughter in, went to the front door and saw the Jeep being driven across the
front lawn, squealing its tires as it took off. He advised that he yelled to
Sonya that the car was being stolen, and then he took off in his own truck,
without shoes or a coat or anything, and tried to catch up to the Jeep. He
advised that he did not catch up to it however. He advised that he went down in
to West Burke, and that the suspect probably went over the Station Rd, so he.
never saw him. He could not give a description of the suspect who took the Jeep.

5. Tpr Loomis, Tpr Pilner and Sgt Girouard were investigating a report of a van
off the road on Underpass Rd in Sutton, at this time. The van was found to have
a safe partially hanging out of the rear door, which was suspicious. Tpr Loomis
was driving in the area looking for suspects or clues in the van accident, and
heard that the Jeep was reported stolen and a male subject took the car. The
Jeep was headed south on US5 towards Burke. He radioed in that he was headed
that way. Tpr Pilner was also enroute. Tpr Loomis made sure that he had the
plate and vehicle description from dispatch. He entered West Burke and knew that
Tpr Pilner was ahead of him. Both Tpr Pilner and Tpr Loomis were operating fully
marked State Police cruisers with full light bars.

5. The Jeep was located by Tpr Loomis when he observed it run through a stop
sign on Church and Depot St in West Burke, in Caledonia County. He verified that
the plate and description matched. He called Tpr Pilner and advised that he had



the vehicle in front of him and they were traveling on US5, just passing Mike's
Gas Station, and was making a left on Depot. He described Depot as a big
horseshoe shape. He said then, the operator was using his blinker and driving
normally. He waited until he could see Tpr Pilner, to attempt to stop the
vehicle. As soon as he activated his blue lights, the Jeep took off. He could
hear the engine revving, and he turned on the siren and then he radioed that the
car was not stopping.-At this time they were on Burke Hill Rd. Tpr Loomis
advised that he was not very close to the Jeep because the Jeep was operating at
a very high speed. The Jeep continued up Burke Hill Rd to the intersection of
Calendar Brook, and Underpass Rd. Speeds on Burke Hill Rd were estimated at 80
mph. Underpass Rd is a dirt road which is hilly and curvy, with steep drop offs
and no guardrails.

7. Tpr Loomis advised that the pursuit travelled from Depot St, to Burke Hill

Rd, to the intersection of Calendar Brook Rd, and onto Underpass Rd. Underpass
Rd is where the initial crash scene is located. Tpr Loomis advised that the
suspect operating the Jeep was driving very fast and very recklessly. He
estimated speeds up to 100 mph.

8. Tpr Loomis radioced ahead to Sgt Girocuard's location. Sgt Girouard advised
that he would get the wrecker operator out of the way, which he did, and would
try to find a spot to set up spikes. He was not able to find a spot to set up
spikes. When Tpr Loomis came through the S curves and saw the van and the tow
truck, through the initial scene, that was when Sgt Girouard took primary.

He
advised that Tpr Pilner was behind him, very far back.

suspect was swerving all over the road, crossing the double yellow lines, and
operating completely in the oncoming lane. There was no other traffic at that
time. When they passed Crystal Lake, in the town of Barton, VT, the Jeep almost
hit the guardrails. They continued north into the town of Barton, Orleans
County. They came to a "Y" in the road and the suspect turned left onto Elm St,
which turns into Burton Hill Rd. The troopers were not familiar with this area,
as it was outside of their patrol area. Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis turned left
but Tpr Pilner, who was further back, did not see which way they went, so he
continued straight.

Sgt Girouard was able to see the
operator's reflection in the driver's side mirror, by illuminating it with his
spotlight. He thought that the driver was Eric Jackson, who he knew from
previous criminal acts and possibly a dangerous person. He knew that Jackson was
a drug user and a burglar which heightenéd his concern and awareness. Sgt
Girouard informed dispatch that the suspect was possibly Eric Jackson. Sgt
Girouard was aware that Jackson was wanted for escape and was a suspect in other
burglaries.

12. Tt should be noted here that Eric Jackson had been on furlough and had
tested positive for Buprenorphine, cocaine and opiates, on 05/15/14. When he was
advised that he failed the drug test, Jackson fled the DOC. DOC filed an
affidavit on 05/16/14, for a warrant for Jackson's escape from custody.
Caledonia SA Lisa Warren promptly filed the escape status charge with the court
sn 05/16/14, however due to unknown delays or oversight, the warrant was never
actually issued until 05/28/14. In reviewing CCO Ryan George's affidavit
reference the escape charge, it states that Eric told George that he didn't want



to go back to jail and that he wanted to die.

13. Sgt Girouard tried to contact Jackson using the PA system in the cruilser.
He said something to the effect of "Eric you need to stop, Eric this is Denis."

The operator turned to look at him and Sgt Giourard was more sure that it was
Jackson at that time.

14. The Jeep stopped a second time and started backing up towards Sgt
Girouard's cruiser. Sgt Girouard had to back up to avoid getting rammed and he
thought he would get hurt if he did not move. Tpr Loomis observed this incident
and this raised his alarm level because it indicated that the operator did not
care if he hurt the troopers. Sgt Girouard advised that this event turned the
situation into more than just a pursuit. They had Eric Jackson, on escape
status, driving a stolen vehicle, who had just tried to ram him and hurt him.
The Jeep took off again and he and Trp Loomis continue the pursuit. Sgt Girouard
advised dispatch to send back up from the other offices. Sgt Decker was headed
from Bradford and Sgt LaCourse and another trooper were headed from Derby. Sgt
Girouard also called for notification to the watch commander.

15. The pursuit continued up Burton Hill Rd. A minute or two after the suspect
attempted to ram Sgt Girouard, the suspecy came to another abrupt stop.- He
backed up and stopped. Sgt Girouard backed up too. Sgt Girouard saw the Jeep
angle at him, as if Jackson was steering in his direction. The Jeep backed up
further, and Sgt Girouard accelerated forward, trying to get around the Jeep.
Sgt Girouard felt the contact from the Jeep striking the passenger side of his

crulser. He thought this 1mpa ct was from the Jeep sl1de swipi ng himas— it -backed

up further. He thought Jackson was trying to hurt him or disable his cruiser.
He cut sharply to the right after he pulled ahead of the Jeep. As he came to a
stop, the suspect hit his cruiser violently from the passenger side and pushed

16. Tpr Loomis observed this and had gone to the right slightly, on the p
roadway. Then he observed that the Jeep's reverse lights came on and he thought
that the suspect was going to hit him. The Jeep accelerated and rammed into’ the
front of the cruiser. He advised that the impact was so hard that the video
camera was knocked off the windshield and he saw the hood of his cruiser fold up
towards him. He also saw the rear bumper of the Jeep up over the top of his
hood. He thought that the Jeep was going to go over the top of his cruiser. He
radioed in that their cruisers had been rammed. He advised that he thought that
he was going to be killed right there, he did not even put the car in park but
had his gun out and got out of his cruiser. :

17. At the same time, Sgt Girouard did not know that Tpr Loomis had been
rammed. He advised that he got out of his cruiser and was running to the back of
his cruiser, when he saw the Jeep driving right at him. He was right near the
rear driver's side taillight with the Jeep approaching from his right. Sgt
Girouard thought the suspect was going to run him over and kill him. He advised
that the suspect looked right at him and was driving right at him. He was not
sure if the cruiser would protect him from the impact or not. Sgt Girouard began
shooting as the Jeep impacted his cruiser again.

18. Tpr Loomis saw Sgt Girouard get out of his cruiser and head to the back of
the cruiser and saw the Jeep headed towards Sgt Girouard. He was afraid that the
suspect was going to kill Sgt Girouard, because the suspect just did not care.
Tpr Loomis started running towards them and heard shots being fired.



19. Sgt Girouard shot 5-6 times. He saw the windshield break and it looked like
Jackson reacted with sudden movements when the windshield shattered. Sgt
Girouard advised that he was aiming at the suspect's chest area to incapacitate
him. :

20. The Jeep stopped and began to back up turning to Sgt Girouard's left. He
said that he stopped firing when the Jeep started backing up. He said it was
accelerating in reverse, not rolling backwards. He advised that he moved to the
passenger side of the Jeep still engaging the threat.

21. Tpr Loomis was running towards the front of Sgt Girouard's cruiser, and saw
the Jeep backing up fast towards him. He advised that he could almost touch the
passenger side rear of the Jeep as it was nearing him. He couldn't see Sgt
Girouard and did not know if he was okay or not. He saw the Jeep coming at him
and he already knew that the suspect did not care if he hurt him, since he had
already rammed his car. He advised that the suspect was trying to get away and
didn't care how he was going to do it. He sidestepped around the Jeep and
started shooting at the operator to neutralize the threat.

22. Sgt Girouard advised that he yelled commands to the suspect and became
aware of Loomis to his left, also on the passenger side of his cruiser. The Jeep
had traveled in reverse, up onto an embankment, and was slightly tilted because
it was partially on the embankment. Jackson was moving inside, and it appeared
he was trying to move the Jeep. Girouard yelled something like, "Stop!"
Girouard could see clearly through the Jeep's front passenger window; the.

suspect was working theé shifter or four wheel drive control.

.23. . Sgt Girouard was still fearful. He did not think the Jeep was hung up.
The wheels were still turned toward him and Tpr Loomis. The suspect was still
trying to drive the Jeep. He was an imminent threat, and he had just tried to
kill him. Sgt Girouard felt the suspect was still trying to come at him in the
Jeep. If he was able to move the Jeep, Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis had nowhere
to go. Sgt Girouard knew other troopers were responding. He was worried about
what would happen to the other responding troopers if the suspect was able to ‘
leave the scene. Sgt Girouard fired at the suspect again. Tpr Loomis also
fired. Sgt Girouard was aiming directly at the suspect. He was shooting
through the front passenger window.

24. As they were firing, the suspect still appeared to be trying to drive the
vehicle. Sgt Girouard fired until the suspect slumped down in his seat. At
that time, he felt the suspect was no longer a threat; he thought he was dead.
Tpr Loomis advised that he stopped shooting when he saw the suspect slump
forward and stop attempting to operate the Jeep. Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis
approached the Jeep. Sgt Girouard considered the possibility the suspect was
‘faking. Tpr Loomis yelled for the suspect to turn the Jeep off. The suspect
said he could not move. While Tpr Loomis provided cover, Sgt Girouard reached
in through the passenger window and removed the keys from the Jeep and put the
car in park. Sgt Girouard radioed dispatch about what had occurred and called
rescue. Tpr Loomis advised that Tpr Pilner arrived on scene. He gave Tpr Pilner
a brief rundown of what occurred.

25. Sgt Girouard told Tprs Loomis and Pilner that they needed to render first
3id to the suspect. They got him out of the car and the suspect was patted down.
. bunch of keys were found on the suspect. The keys ended up in the grass, but
then were moved to the hood of Tpr Pilner's cruiser. 3 other sets of keys were
later found in the Jeep. The keys had been stolen from Seth's Auto, where the



van in the earlier accident had been taken from. The keys were located inside
Seth's Auto, which had been broken into. When troopers contacted the resgistered
owner of the van, he told them that he left it at Seth's Auto for repair on
05/27/14. The safe that was found in the van was also stolen’from Seth's Auto.

The burlgary case is being investigated by Sgt Lyle Decker.

26. Jackson was positively identified visually by troopers and he also had a
wallet and ID with him, bearing his name and identifying information. Jackson
was transported to North Country Hospital in Newport, where he was treated. He
was then transported to DHMC for further treatment for several gunshot wounds .

27. The three cruisers involved in this incident are equipped with WatchGuard
Mobile Video Recorders.

28. I reviewed these videos and observed the followiné:

29. EQ305- Sgt Girouard's recording shows the pursuit, which includes high
speeds and many law violations, (including the first ramming attempt at
02:23:16) and at the end of the pursuit, shows the Jeep backing towards the
cruiser. Sgt Girouard accelerates forward, and is hit in a sideswipe type motion
by the Jeep at 02:24:05 (video time on Watchguard may not be exactly accurate.)
As Sgt Girouard pulls across the roadway, he is rammed again from the passenger
side. The Jeep's front end directly impacts the passenger side of EQ305, about
midway back, in the rear door/ quarter panel area. This impact is so hard, it

knocks the cruiser sideways (north) several inches. This occurs at about
02:24:09. The third impact occurs at 02:24:16. The cruiser is pushed sideways
again. Shots are fired at this time and 5-6 gunshots are heard. There is a
pause and some yelling is heard, but because the trooper's body microphones were
not active (Tpr Loomis's mic was active but it fell off of his belt when he
exited his cruiser swiftly,) it is difficult to hear what is being said over the
sirens. The video shows trees and the embankment on the east side of the road.
More shots are heard, in rapid succession. Thé video does not show the Jeep, but
the camera's view shows trees and a sugaring line of blue plastic. A tree
appears to whip back towards the north and the sugar line is moving. This
appears to be when the Jeep is moving in reverse on the embankment and comes to
rest. Once the Jeep comes to rest, no more shots are heard.

30. EQ 367- Tpr Loomis's cruiser recording shows the pursuit, behind Sgt
Girouard. It also shows the first ramming attempt by the Jeep. It shows the Jeep
reversing and appearing to aim at Sgt Girouard's cruiser. It shows the first and
second strikes, which are the side swipe to Sgt Girouard's cruiser and then the
direct ramming with the front end of the Jeep striking the rear passenger side
of Sgt Girouard's cruiser. The Jeep's reverse lights come on and the Jeep
accelerates in reverse directly into Tpr Loomis's cruiser, impacting so hard
that the front end is damaged and the Watchguard camera is knocked off of the
windshield.

31. EQ 339- Tpr Pilner's video records some of the pursuit and shows the
actions of the troopers after the shooting. ‘

32. When I looked at the photos of Sgt Girouard's cruiser and matched them both
with the CRT diagrams and photos of the scene, I observed that Sgt Girouard's
sruiser was hit three times by the Jeep. The first impact is the sideswipe from
the Jeep reversing into EQ305, which. is when Sgt Girouard tries to accelerate
around the Jeep. This causes minor damage/ scraping to the passenger side of



EQ305, and the driver's side of the Jeep.

33. The second impact is the ramming of the front end of the Jeep into the
passenger side rear door area of EQ305. This area of impact, and the force

behind it is shown by the how far EQ305 is pushed to the north, from its
original position. The tire mark in the dirt from the rear passenger side tire
shows this. Debris/knock off from the front end of the Jeep is also found at
this location.

34. After this impact, the tire marks show, as does Tpr Loomis's video, that
the Jeep accelerates in. reverse, ramming Tpr Loomis's cruiser, with the rear
bumper striking the front end of EQ367. Debris/ knock off from the rear of Jeep
and the front of the cruiser are found at this area of impact. The tire marks
here show what appear to be acceleration marks from the tires of the Jeep, at
the area of lmpact This suggests to me that the operator of the Jeep was trying
to hit the cruiser as hard as possible.

35. The third impact to EQ305 occurs after the Jeep goes forward, disengaging
fromEQ367. The Jeep moves forward toward the rear of EQ305, where Sgt Girouard
is now outside of his cruiser, near the driver's side taillight. The Jeep's
passenger side front bumper contacts the rear passenger side bumper of EQ305,
strlklng it hard enough to again push the rear of the cruiser northwards, which
is where Sgt Girouard is standing. This contact is clearly seen in the damage
profile of the cruiser, which bears contact damage from the Jeep. The Jeep is
heading at Sgt Girouard and Sgt Girouard discharges several rounds at the

>perator. The Jeep reverses direct ien inTa button hook™ typer pattern.Thls g —

shown by the reversal of the scrapes on EQ305's bumper. The tire marks from the
Jeep leading to its final position of rest from this location also clearly show

this path of travel.

36. Based upon the above information, I believe that Eric D Jackson committed
the following offenses. He committed 2 counts of Aggravated Assault by
attempting to cause serious bodily injury to Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis, by
purposely, knowingly, or recklessly under circumstances manlfestlng extreme
indifference to the value of human life by deliberately ramming both cruisers.

He committed the offense of Possession of Stolen Property by having stolen keys
from Seth's Auto in his possession. Jackson also committed the violation of
Unlawful Mischief in the amount greater than $1,000.00. The damage that he
intentionally caused to EQ305 was estimated at $5100.00. The damage to EQ367 was

estimated at $4900.00.

37. In reviewing Jackson's criminal record, he has several prior felony
_ convictions .in Vermont. See below for charges and convictions dates.
a. Escape Custody/ Furlough, conviction 05/09/12, Caledonia County
b. 2 counts Burglary, conviction 05/02/12, Essex County
c. Burglary, conviction 11/03/08, Caledonia County
d. Grand Larceny, conviction 11/03/08, Caledonia County
&. Burglary, conviction 02/07/06 Caledonia County
Jackon's felony violations in this case put him in violation of the Habitual
Offender statute, which states that a subject with 3 or more felony convictions,
who is charged with another felony, may be charged as a habitual offender.

29. Based on information from DOC, Jackson is still at Dartmouth Hitchcock
lospital in Lebanon, NH, being treated I respectfully request the Honorable
Court to issue an arrest warrant for these violations, for the arrest of Eric D.

Jackson.

14. Sgt Girouard tried to contact Jackson using the PA system in the cruiser.
He said something to the effect of "Eric you need to stop, Eric this is Denis.”
The operator turned to look at him and Sgt Giourard was more sure that it was
Jackson at that time.

15. The Jeep stopped a second time and started backing up towards Sgt
Girouard's cruiser. Sgt Girouard had to back up to avoid getting rammed and he
thought he would get hurt if he did not move. Tpr Loomis observed this incident
and this raised his alarm level because it indicated that the operator did not
care if he hurt the troopers. Sgt Girouard advised that this event turned the
situation into more than just a pursuit. They had Eric Jackson, on escape
status, driving a stolen vehicle, who had just tried to ram and hurt Sgt
sirouard. The Jeep took off again and he and Trp Loomis continued the pursuit.
Sgt Girouard advised dispatch to send back up from the other offices. Sgt Decker
was headed from Bradford and Sgt LaCourse and another trooper were headed from
Derby. Sgt Girouard also called for notification to the watch commander.

16. The pursuit continued up Burton Hill Rd. A minute or two after the suspect
attempted to ram Sgt Girouard, the suspect came to another abrupt stop. He
backed up and stopped. Sgt Girouard backed up too. Sgt Girouard saw the Jeep
angle at him, as if the suspect was steering in his direction. The Jeep backed
up further, and Sgt Girouard accelerated forward, trying to get around the Jeep.
Sgt Girouard felt the contact from the Jeep striking the passenger side of his
cruiser. He thought this impact was from the Jeep sideswiping him as it backed
up further. He thought the suspect was trying to hurt him or disable his
cruiser. He cut sharply to the right after he pulled ahead of the Jeep. As he
came to a stop, the suspect hit his cruiser violéntly from the passenger side
and pushed the cruiser up the road.

17. Tpr Loomis observed this and had gone to the right slightly, on the
roadway. Then he observed that the Jeep's reverse lights came on and he thought
that the suspect was going to hit him. The Jeep accelerated and rammed into the
front of the cruiser. He advised that the impact was so hard that the video
camera was knocked off the windshield and he saw the hood of his cruiser fold up
towards him. He also saw the rear bumper of the Jeep up over the top of his
hood. He thought that the Jeep was going to go over the top of his cruiser. He
radioed in that their cruisers had been rammed. He advised that he thought that
he was going to be killed right there, he did not even put the car in park but
had his gun out and got out of his cruiser.

.8. At the same time, Sgt Girouard did not know that Tpr Loomis had been
rammed. He advised that he got out of his cruiser and was running to the back of
his cruiser, when he saw the Jeep driving right at him. He was right near the



rear driver's side taillight with the Jeep approaching from his right. Sgt
3irouard thought Jackson was going to run him over and kill him. He advised that
the suspect looked right at him and was driving right at him. He was not sure if
the cruiser would protect him from the impact or not. Sgt Girouard began
shooting as the Jeep impacted his cruiser again.

19. Tpr Loomis saw Sgt Girouard get out of his cruiser and head to the back of
the cruiser and saw the Jeep headed towards Sgt Girouard. He was afraid that the
suspect was going to kill Sgt Girouard, because the suspect just did not care.
Tpr Loomis started running towards them and heard shots being fired.

20. Sgt Girouard shot 5-6 times. He saw the windshield break and it looked like
Jackson reacted with sudden movements when the windshield shattered. Sgt
Girouard advised that he was aiming at suspect's chest area to incapacitate him.

21. The Jeep stopped and began to back up turning to Sgt Girouard's left. He
said that he stopped firing when the Jeep started backing up. He said it was
accelerating in reverse, not rolling backwards. He advised that he moved to the
passenger side of the Jeep still engaging the threat.

22. Tpr Loomis was running towards the front of Sgt Girouard's cruiser, and saw
the Jeep backing up fast towards him. He advised that he could almost touch the
passenger side rear of the Jeep as it was nearing him. He couldn't see Sgt

Cirouard and did not know if he was okay or not. He saw the Jeep coming at him

23. Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis continued firing while the suspect still
appeared to be trying to drive the vehicle. The vehicle stopped when it was on
the embankment on the east side.of the road. Sgt Girouard fired until the
suspect slumped down in his seat. At that time, he felt the suspect was no
longer a threat; he thought he was dead. Tpr Loomis advised.that he stopped
shooting when he saw the suspect slump forward and stop attempting to operate
the Jeep. Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis approached the Jeep. Sgt Girouard
considered the possibility that the suspect was faking. Tpr Loomis yelled for
the suspect to turn the Jeep off. The suspect said he could not move. While
Tpr Loomis provided cover, Sgt Girouard reached in through the passenger window
and removed the keys from the Jeep and put the car in park. Sgt Girouard radioced
dispatch about what had occurred and called rescue. Tpr Loomis advised that Tpr
Pilner -arrived on scene. He gave Tpr Pilner a brief rundown of what occurred.

24. Sgt Girouard told Tprs Loomis and Pilner that they needed to render first
aid to the suspect. They got him out of the car and the suspect was patted down.
A bunch of keys were found on the suspect. The keys ended up in the grass, but .
then were moved to the hood of Tpr Pilner's cruiser. 3 other sets of keys were
later found in the Jeep. The keys were later found to have been stolen from
Seth's Auto, where the van in the earlier accident had been taken from. The keys
had been located inside Seth's Auto, which was found to have been broken into.

25. Jackson was positively identified wvisually by troopers and he also had a

wallet and ID with him, bearing his name and identifying information. Jackson
"was transported to North Country Hospital in Newport, wheré he was treated. He
was then transported to DHMC for further treatment for several gunshot wounds.

26. This series of events was recorded on both Sgt Girouard's and Tpr Loomis's
Watchguard video recorders.

27. The Jeep was estimated to be totalled during this incident, by the suspect
using it to ram the cruisers repeatedly. Eqg 305 was estimated to have $5100.00
in damage. Eqg 367 was estimated to have $4900.00 damage

28. Based upon the above information, I believe that Eric D Jackson committed
the violation of Attempting to Elude, by not stopping when the fully marked
cruisers activated their lights and sirens, and by accelerating in attempt to
get away, and by ramming the troopers' cruisers. Jackson committed the offense
of Gross Negligent Operation by excessively speeding, (at times more than double
the speed limits,) running stop signs and swerving all over the road at the same
time, over the course of about 18 miles. If he had encountered oncoming
vehicles, the results could have been disastrous. He committed the offense of
Aggravated Operating Without Owner's Consent by operating the Jeep without the
owner's permission, and causing more than 500 dollars worth of damage.

29. 1In reviewing Jackson's criminal record, he has several prior felony
convictions in Vermont. See below for charges and convictions dates.

Jackon's felony violations in this case put him in violation of the Habitual
Offender statute, which states that a subject with 3 or more felony convictions,
who is charged with another felony, may be charged as a habitual offender.

30. Based on information from DOC, Jackson is still at Dartmouth Hitchcock
Hospital in Lebanon, NH, being treated. I respectfully request the Honorable
Court to issue an arrest warrant for these violations, for the arrest of Eric D.
Jackson.

4. He looked at the TV and saw that it was 01:50 hrs and went to check on his daughter.

He thought that the driver was Eric Jackson, who he knew from
previous criminal acts and possibly a dangerous person. He knew that Jackson was a drug user
and a burglar which heightened his concern and awareness. Sgt Girouard informed dispatch
that the suspect was possibly Eric Jackson. Sgt Girouard was aware that Jackson was wanted
for escape and was a suspect in other burglaries.

12. 1t should be noted here that Eric Jackson had been on furlough and had tested
positive for Buprenorphine, cocaine and opiates, on 05/1 5/14. When he was advised thatvhe
failed the drug test, Jackson fled the DOC. DOC filed an affidavit on 05/16/14, for a warrant for
Jackson's escape from custody. Caledonia SA Lisa Warren promptly filed the escape status

- charge with the court on 05/16/14, however due to unknown delays or oversight, the warrant
was never actually issued until 05/28/14. In reviewing CCO Ryan George's affidavit reference

the escépe charge, it states that Eric told George that he didn't want to go back to jail and that
he wanted to die.

13. Sgt Girouard tried to contact Jackson using the PA system in the cruiser. He said
something to the effect of "Eric you need to stop, Eric this is Denis." The operator turned to look
at him and Sgt Giourard was more sure that it was Jackson at that time.

15. The pursuit contmued up Burton Hill Rd. A minute or two after the suspect
attempted to ram Sgt Girouard, the suspecy came to another abrupt stop. He backed up and
stopped. Sgt Girouard backed up too. Sgt Glrouard saw the Jeep angle at him, as if Jackson
was steering in his direction. The Jeep backed up further, and Sgt Girouard accelerated
forward, trying to get around the Jeep. Sgt Girouard felt the contact from the Jeep striking the
passenger side of his cruiser. He thought this impact was from the Jeep sideswiping him as it
backed up further. He thought Jackson was trying to hurt him or disable his cruiser. He cut
sharply to the right after he pulled ahead of the Jeep.

He advised that the
impact was so hard that the video camera was knocked off the windshield and he saw the hood
of his cruiser fold up towards him. He also saw the rear bumper of the Jeep up over the top of
his hood. He thought that the Jeep was going to go over the top of his cruiser. He radioed in that
their cruisers had been rammed. He advised that he thought that he was going to be killed right
there, he did not even put the car in park but had his gun out and got out of his cruiser.

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18. Tpr Loomis saw Sgt Girouard get out of his cruiser and head to the back of the
cruiser and saw the Jeep headed towards Sgt Girouard.

Tpr Loomis started running
towards them and heard shots being fired.

19. Sgt Girouard shot 5-6 times. He saw the windshield break and it looked like Jackson
reacted with sudden movements ‘when the windshield shattered. Sgt Girouard advised that he
was aiming at the suspect's chest area to incapacitate him.

20. The Jeep stopped and began to back up turning to Sgt Girouard's left. He said that
he stopped firing when the Jeep started backing up. He said it was accelerating in reverse, not
rolling backwards. He advised that he moved to the passenger side of the Jeep still engaging
the threat.

21. Tpr Loomis was running towards the front of Sgt Girouard's cruiser, and saw the
Jeep backing up fast towards him. He advised that he could almost touch the passenger side
rear of the Jeep as it was nearing him. He couldn't see Sgt Girouard and did not know if he was
okay or not. He saw the Jeep coming at him and he already knew that the suspect did not care
if he hurt him, since he had already rammed his car. He advised that the suspect was trying fo
get away and didn't care how he was going to do it. He éidestepped around the Jeep and
started shooting at the operator to neutralize the threat.

22. Sgt Girouard advised that he yelled commands to the suspect and became aware of
Loomis to his left, also on the passenger side of his cruiser. The Jeep had traveled in reverse,
up onto an embankment, and was slightly tilted because it was partially on the embankment.
Jackson was moving inside, and it appeared he was trying to move the Jeep. Girouard yelled
something like, "Stop!" Girouard could see clearly through the Jeep's front passenger window;
the suspect was working the shifter or four wheel drive control.

23. Sgt Girouard was still fearful. He did not think the Jeep was hung up. The wheels
were still turned toward him and Tpr Loomis. The suspect was still trying to drive the Jeep. He
was an imminent threat, and he had just tried to kill him. Sgt Girouard felt the suspect was still
trying to come at him in the Jeep. If he was able to move the Jeep, Sgt Girouard and Tpr
L oomis had nowhere to go. Sgt Girouard knew other troopers were responding. He was
worried about what would happen to the other responding troopers if the suspect was able to
leave the scene. Sgt Girouard fired at the suspect again. Tpr Loomis also fired. Sgt Girouard

was aiming directly at the suspect. He was shooting through the front passenger window.
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24. As they were firing, the suspect still appeared to.be trying to drive the vehicle. Sgt
Girouard fired until the suspect slumped down in his seat. Atthat time, he felt the suspect was
no longer a threat; he thought he was dead. Tpr Loomis advised that he stopped shooting when
he saw the suspect slump forward and stop attempting to operate the Jeep. Sgt Girouard and
Tpr Loomis approached the Jeep. Sgt Girouard considered the possibility the suspect was
faking. Tpr Loomis yelled for the suspect to turn the Jeep off. The suspect said he could not
move. While Tpr Loomis provided cover, Sgt Girouard reached in through the passenger
window and removed the keys from the Jeep and put the car in park. Sgt Girouard radioed
dispatch about what had occurred and called rescue. Tpr Loomis advised that Tpr Pilner arrived
" on scene. He gave Tpr Pilner a brief rundown of what oceurred. ’

suspect. They got him out of the car and the suspect was patted down. A bunch of keys were
found on the suspect. The keys ended up in the grass, but then were moved to the hood of Tpr
Pilner's cruiser. 3 other sets of keys were later found in the Jeep. The keys had been stolen
from Seth’s Auto, where the van in the earlier accident had been taken from. The keys were
located inside Seth's Auto, which had been broken into. When troopers contacted the
resgistered owner of the van, he told them that he left it at Seth's Auto for repair on 05/27/14.
The safe that was found in the van was also stolen from Seth's Auto. The burlgary case is being
investigated by ng Lyle Decker. ’

26. Jackson was positively identified visually by troopers and he also had a wallet and
ID with him, bearing his name and identifying information. Jackson was transported to North
Country Hospital in Newport, where he was treated. He was then transported to DHMC for
further treatment for se\(eral gunshot wounds. '

27. The three cruisers involved in this incident are equipped with WatchGuard Mobile
VideoRecorders.

28. | reviewed these videos and observed the following:

29. EQ305- Sgt Girouard's recording shows the pursuit, which includes high speeds and
many law violations, (including the first ramming attempt at 02:23:16) and at the end of the
pursuit, shows the Jeeb backing towards the cruiser. Sgt Girouard accelerates forward, and is
hit in a sideswipe type motion by the Jeep at 02:24:05 (video time on Watchguard may not be
exactly accurate.) As Sgt Girouard pulls across the roadway, he is rammed again from the
passenger side. The Jeep's front end directly impa‘cts fhe passenger side of EQ305, about
midway back, in the rear door/ quarter panel area. This impact is so hard, it knocks the cruiser
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sideways (north) several inches. This occurs at about 02:24:09. The third impact occurs at
02:24:16. The cruiser is pushed sideways again. Shots are fired at this time and 5-6 gunshots
are heard. There is a pause and some yelling is heard, but because the trooper's body
microphones were not active (Tpr Loomis’s mic was active but it fell off of his belt when he
exited his cruiser swiftly,) it is difficult to hear what is being said over the sirens. The video
shows trees and the embankment on the east side of the road. More shots are heard, in rapid
succession. The video does not show the Jeep, but the camera's view shows trees and a
sugaring line of blue plastic. A tree appears to whip back towards the north and the sugar line is
moving. This appears to be when the Jeep is moving in reverse on the embankment and comes
to rest. Once the Jeep comes to rest, no more shots are heard. _

30. EQ 367- Tpr Loomis's cruiser recording shows the pursuit, behind Sgt Girouard. It
also shows the first ramming attempt by the Jeep. It shows the Jeep reversing and appearing to
aim at Sgt Girouard's cruiser. It shows the first and second strikes, which are the side swipe to
Sgt Girouard's cruiser and then the direct ramming with the front end of the Jeep striking the
rear passenger side of Sgt Girouard's cruiser. The Jeep's reverse lights come on and the Jeep
accelerates in reverse directly into Tpr Loomis's cruiser, impacting so hard that the front end is
damaged and the Watchguard camera is knocked off of the windshield.

31. EQ 339- Tpr Pilner's video records some of the pursuit and shows the actions of the
troopers after the shooting.

32. When | looked at the photos of Sgt Girouard's cruiser and matched them both with
the CRT diagrams and photos of the scene, | observed that Sgt Girouard's cruiser was hit three
times by the Jeep. The first impact is the sideswipe from the Jeep reversing into EQ305, which
is when Sgt Girouard tries to accelerate around the Jeep. This causes minor damage/ scraping
to the passenger side of EQ305, and the driver's side of the Jeep.

33 The second impact is the ramming of the front end of the Jeep into the passenger
side rear door area of EQ305. This area of impact, and the force behind it is shown by the how
far EQ305 is pushed to the north, from its original position. The tire mark in the dirt from the rear
passenger side tire shows this. Debris/knock off from the front end of the Jeep is also found at
this location. ,

34. After this impact, the tire marks show, as does Tpr Loomis's video, that the Jeep
accelerates in reverse, ramming Tpr Loomis's cruiser, with the rear bumper striking the front
end of EQ367. Debris/ knock off from the rear of Jeep and the front of the cruiser are found at
this area of impact. The tire marks here show what appear to be acceleration marks from the
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tires of the Jeep, at the area of impact. This suggests to me that the operator of the Jeep was
trying to hit the cruiser as hard as possible.

35. The third impact to EQ305 occurs after the Jeep goes forward, disengaging
fromEQ367. The Jeep moves forward toward the rear of EQ305, where Sgt Girouard is now
outside of his cruiser, near the driver's side taillight. The Jeep's passenger side front bumper
contacts the rear passenger side bumper of EQ305, striking it hard enough to again push the
rear of the cruiser northwards, which is where Sgt Girouard is standing. This contact is clearly
seen in the damage profile of the cruiser, which bears contact damage from the Jeep. The Jeep
is headingA at Sgt Girouard and Sgt Girouard discharges several rounds at the operator. The
Jeep reverses direction in a button hook type pattern. This is shown by the reversal'of the
scrapes on EQ305's bumper. The tire marks from the Jeep leading to its final position of rest
from this location also clearly show this path of travel.

36. Based upon the above information, | believe that Eric D Jackson committed the
foliowing offenses. He committ ed 2 counts of Aggravated Assault by attempting to cause .
serious bodily injury to Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis, by purposely, knowingly, or recklessly
under circumstances manifesting extreme indifference to the value of human life by deliberately
ramming both cruisers. He committed the offense of Possession of Stolen Property by having
stolen keys from Seth’s Auto in his possession. Jackson also committed the violation of
Unlawful Mischief in the amount greater than $1,000.00. The damage that he intentionally
caused to EQ305 was estimated at $5100.00. Thé damage to EQ367 was estimated at
$4900.00.

37. In reviewing Jackson's criminal record, he has several prior felony convictions in
Vermont. See below for charges and convictions dates.

a. Escape Custody/ Furlough, conviction 05/09/12, Caledonia County

b. 2 counts Burglary, conviction 05/02/12, Essex County

Jackon's felony violations in this case put him in violation of the Habitual Offender

He advised that he could almost touch the passenger side
rear of the Jeep as it was nearing him. He couldn't see Sgt' Girouard and did not know if he was
okay or not. He saw the Jeep coming at him and he already knew that the suspect did not care
if he hurt him, since he had already rammed his car. He advised that the suspect was trying to
get away and didn't care how he was going to do it. He sidestepped around the Jeep and
started shooting at the operator to neutralize the threat.

23. Sgt Girouard and Tpr L oomis continued firing while the suspect still appeared to be
trying to drive the vehicle. The vehicle stopped when it was on the embankment on the east
side of the road. Sgt Girouard fired until the suspect slumped down in his seat. At that time, he
felt the suspect was no longer a threat; he thought he was dead. Tpr Loomis advised that he
stopped shooting when he saw the suspect slump forward and stop attempting to operate the
Jeep. Sgt Girouard and Tpr Loomis approached the Jeep. Sgt Girouard considered the
possibility that the suspect was faking. Tpr Loomis yelled for the suspect to turn the Jeep off.

" The suspect said he could not move. While Tpr Loomis provided cover, Sgt Girouard reached
in through the passenger window and removed the keys from the Jeep and put the car in park.
Sgt Girouard radioed dispatch about what had occurred and called rescue. Tpr Loomis advised
that Tpr Pilner arrived on scene. He gave Tpr Pilner a brief rundown of what occurred.
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24. Sgt Girouard told Tprs Loomis and Pilner that they needed to render first aid to the
suspect. They got him out of the car and the suspect was patted down. A bunch of keys were
found on the suspect. The keys ended up in the grass, but then were moved to the hood of Tpr
Pilner's cruiser. 3 other sets of keys were later found in the Jeep. The keys were later found to
have been stolen from Seth’s Auto, where the van in the earlier accident had been taken from.
The keys had been located inside Seth's Auto, which was found to have been broken into.
When troopers contacted the resgistered owner of the van, he told them that he left it at Seth's
Auto for repair on 05/27/14. The safe that was found in the van had also been stolen from
Seth's Auto. The burlgary case is being investigated by Sgt Lyle Decker.

25. Jackson was positively identified visually by troopers and he also had a wallet and ID
with him, bearing his name and identifying information. Jackson was transported to North
Country Hospital in Newport, where he was treated. He was then transported to DHMC for
further treatment for several gunshot wounds.

26. This series of events was recorded on both Sgt Girouard’s and Tpr Loomis’s
Watchguard video recorders. |

27. The Jeep was estimated to be totalled durlng this incident, by the suspect using it to
ram the cruisers repeatedly. Eq 305 was estimated to have $5100.00 in damage. Eq 367 was
~ estimated to have $4900.00 dama'ge

28. Based upon the above information, | believe that Eric D Jackson committed the
violation of Attempting to Elude, by not stopping when the fully marked Crwsers activated their
lights and sirens, and by accelerating in attempt to get away, and by ramming the troopers'
cruisers. Jackson committed the offense of Gross Negligent Operation by excessively speeding,
(at times more than double the speed Iimits;) running stop signs and swerving all over the road
at the same time, over the course of about 18 miles. If he had encountered oncoming vehicles,
the results could have been disastrous. He committed the offense of Aggravated Operating
Without Owner’s Consent by operating the Jeep without the owner’s permission, and causing
more than 500 dollars worth of damage. '

29. In reviewing Jackson's criminal record, he has several prior felony convictions in
Vermont. See below for charges and convictions dates.

a. Escape Custody/ Furlough, conviction 05/09/12, Caledonia County

b. 2 counts Burglary, conviction 05/02/12, Essex County

c. Burglary, conviction 11/03/08, Caledonia County

d. Grand Larceny, conviction 11/03/08, Caledonia County
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e. Burglary, conviction 02/07/06, Caledonia County

NOW COMES Ryan George affiant, being duly sworn and on oath deposes and
says that he has probable cause to believe that Eric Jackson DOB 11/23/86,

defendant has violated his Conditional Re-Entry Furlough Agreement.

1. I am employed by the State of Vermont Department of Corrections as a
Community Correctional Officer (CCO). As part of my duties, I supervise
individuals on community supervision status, including Probation, Parole, |
Supervised Community Sentence, ‘Pre-Approved Furlough and Conditional

Re-Entry-status-as-authorized-by-the-Pepartment-of-Corrections.- Tworkout -

of the St. Johnsbury Probation and Parole (SIPP) office located at 67. Eastern
Ave., Suite 5 in St. Johnsbury, VT 05819.

Eric Jackson DOB 11/23/86 SIQned his most recent Conditional Re-Entry
Furiough Agreement on 4/8/14, stating: G. I will not purchase, possess, or
consume regulated drugs without a prescription from a licensed physician.
Notice, 1. While you are on Furlough, Pre-Approved Furlough (PAF), |

On 5/15/14 Eric Jackson DOB 11/23/86 was at SJPP at approx. 1715 hours and
provided a Positive urine screen drug test. Eric admitted to this officer he had used
an illegal drug, but claimed his use was approx. 1 week prior. Eric stated he had
just tested Positive for the drugs he tested positive during this test when he took a
UA for treatment recently and stated his PO knew he had tested positive. Eric was |
informed the drugs he had tested positive for do not stay in a.person’s system for
the length of time he was claiming indicating he was not being honest about his
use. Eric was being placed on GPS by this officer and was sitting in the CCO office.
This officer had placed the GPS onto Encs left leg, but had not turned the unit on.




PO Wakefield came into the CCO officer and spoke briefly with Eric prior to going
upstairs to speak with a Supervisor about Eric’s Positive UA. This officer spoke with
Eric about Eric’s use of illegal substances and Eric stated he’s been using for
approx. 2 months and didn’t know why he continues to use. Eric asked for a cup of
water, and this officer handed Eric a plastic cup to get water from the water cooler

located in the CCO office.

Eric ran from SJPP and last this officer saw Eric he was on Pearl st heading towards
Eastern Ave in St. Johnsbury at approximately-1740 hours. This officer notified PO
Wakefield and DM Gladding that Eric had just fled from SIPP office and needed to
be placed on Escape. It should be noted when Eric left SIPP office he almost ran
over his s/o0's young daughter in the process of leaving the building.

This officer called St. Johnsbury Police Dept. and informed them of Eric having fled
from SIPP office as well as Vermont State Police. This officer informed both Police
Departments that Eric was wearing a pair of high top type sneakers, blue jean
shorts, a long sleeve black dress shirt with thin vertical pin stripes which were white

and red and that he had a pair of sunglasses on his head.

This officer exited SIPP building and saw Eric’s s/o walking by the Republican block
and asked her to come back over to SIPP office to speak with this officer briefly.

This officer informed her that Eric was looking at beinglodged currently because he—

fled from SJPP, but if he turned himself back into SIPP this evening he would not
end up staying in jail for nearly as long as if he picks up another Escape. This
officer then notified Eric’s grandfather and mother that Eric had just fled from SIPP
office and asked them if they spoke with Eric to try and talk him into turning
himself into SIPP office. This officer advised them both that at this point Eric would
be getting incarcerated, but if he turns himself in tonight he would not be placed -
on Escape status, However if Eric did not turn himself into SIPP tonight he would
be placed on Escape status and would be incarcerated for a much longer period of

“time once he is found.

Eric called SIPP and spoke with this officer approx. 1835 hours. Eric apologized for
having run from this officer and SIPP office and stated he did not want to go back
to jail. Eric was informed that at this time he was going to be lodged when he was
found. This officer informed Eric that if he turned himself into this officer in the
next hour, hour and a half that he would not be placed on Escape, but if he did not
turn himself in he would be placed on Escape. Eric was informed that either way he
would be goung to jail, but if he turned himself in the amount of time he would do
at jail was going to be shorter than if he picks up another Escape

charge/conviction.

Fric stated he didnt want to go back to jail, and wanted to die. This officer
informed Eric that he had a child on the way as Eric’s s/o is pregnant, and that he




should not look at that option. This officer informed Eric that if he was interested in
going into Treatment than he needed to speak honestly with his PO about his use
and request going into Treatment to get help with his substance issues. Eric stated
he does want treatment and admitted he has been lying about his use. Eric stated
he almost Overdosed on-substances recently and stated he just ended up being

- brought to NVRH via ambulance this past weekend because of a bad reaction he
had to substances. Eric stated he has been shootlng up cocaine every day for the

past couple of weeks.

This officer informed Eric that he would relay this info to his PO, but that Eric
needed to do the right thing at this point and turn himself in. Eric told this officer -
he was giving his word that he would report to SIPP at 8pm. This officer then
asked Eric if he still had the GPS and he stated he wasn't taking that off as he
wasn't about to get charged for damaging the GPS unit.

This officer notified PO Wakefield and DM Gladding about this info and double
checked with DM Gladding that if Eric turned himself into SIPP this evening that the’
new Escape charge would be dropped/would not be requested. DM Gladding
confirmed that if Eric turned himself in tonight to SIPP a new Escape
charge/conviction would not be sought.

Now comes Stephen Wakefield, Probation and Parole Officer for the Vermont
Department of Corrections, stating that he believes Eric J ackson, DOB 11/23/86, has -
committed the act of Escape from the Vermont Department of Corrections.

On 5/15/2014, Bric Jackson reported to the office of Probation and Parole at 67 Eastern
Avenue, Suite 5, St. Johnsbury, Vermont as instructed at approximately 1715 hours.
Earlier in the day he had been ordered to report to this office for the purpose of being
placed on a GPS tracking device. [had also requested from Supervisor Jason Kennedy
that a U/A be conducted as Eric Jackson had earlier admitted that he had been using

__regulated drugs without a prescription,

Department of Corrections Field Officer CCO Ryan George conducted the U/A. Eric
Jackson tested positive for Buprenorphine, cocaine, and opiates. Eric Jackson was
currently enrolled in the Buprenorphine program through the BARRT program,
subsequently had a prescription for Buprenorphine. Fric Jackson was being placed on a
GPS tracking device when he was instructed to remain in the office with CCO George
while I conferred with Manager Stuart Gladding, regarding the results of the u/a. While
meeting with Stuart Gladding CCO George came to Stuart Gladding’s office and
informed both Stuart Gladding and myself that Eric Jackson had fled the building with
the GPS unit attached to his ankle but not yet having been activated.

Manager Stuart Gladding instructed CCO George to begin the process of placing Eric
Jackson on Escape as he had fled from a correctional officer. CCO George returned to
his office and met with Eric Jackson’s girlfriend, Gina Truszkowski. It was explained to
her that if Eric Jackson turned himself in quickly the consequences of his running would
be reduced. She indicated that she would attempt to contact Eric Jackson and encourage
* him to turn himself in and she left the office. ‘

At approximately 1915 hours, I received a call at home from CCO Ryan George
indicating that he had spoken to Eric Jackson by phone and Eric Jackson had indicated he
would turn himself in at 2000 on 5/15/2014. When I arrived at work on 5/16/2014, 1
learned that Eric Jackson had failed to report as promised. At approximately 0755 hours
on 5/16/14, 1 received a call from Eric Jackson stating that he was in Kirby and was on




his way to the office to turn himself in. He stated he would be at the office by 0830
of this writing 0945 hours Eric Jackson has failed to report.

INTRODUCTION

NOTIFICATION/RESPONSE

On Wednesday May 28, 2014 at 0332 hours | received a call at my residence from LT Garry Scott,
Commander of the Vermont State Police Crash Reconstruction Team (CRT). LT Scott asked me to
respond to Burton Hill in Barton, VT for a report of a pursuit which culminated in an officer-involved
shooting. 1signed on at 0352 hours and proceeded to the VSP Derby barracks where | obtained some
CRT equipment. | then proceeded to the scene and | arrived at the scene at 0443 hours.

SYNOPSIS

The incident began at approximately 0208 hours after Eric D. Jackson (DOB 11-23-1986) allegedly stole a
vehicle from a residence on US Route 5 in Sutton, Vermont and fled the scene at a high rate of speed.
After a lengthy pursuit, and while on Burton Hill Road, Jackson stopped abruptly and then changed
directions by quickly accelerating in reverse, 5Sgt. Dennis Girouard was the primary cruiser following
Jackson, and stopped behind and to the left of Jackson when Jackson stopped. As Jackson accelerated in
reverse toward Sgt. Girouard, 5gt. Girouard took evasive action by accelerating forward {North), in an
attempt to avoid being struck. Jackson’s vehicle struck the rear passenger side of Sgt. Girouard’s cruiser
in a side-swipe manner,

© Sgt. Girouard drove forward, stopping his vehicle facing east, perpendicular to the road, blocking the
road. Jackson intentionally drove forward, ramming the rear passenger side of Sgt. Girouard’s cruiser.
The force of the impact caused the rear of Sgt. Girouard’s cruiser to move. Immediately after ramming
- Sgt. Girouard’s cruiser, Jackson then intentionally backed his vehicle into the front of Trooper Loomis’s
vehicle. After backing into Trooper Loomis’s vehicle, Jackson drove forward and drove into the rear
bumper cover of Sgt. Girouard’s cruiser (305).
